The same

services where bill is returned ignored, one dollar and

fifty cents. Calling recognizance and entry of for-

feiture, fifty cents. Taking recognizance in court, each

person, one dollar.

Tax collector’s bond,
filing and recording, one dollar. ¥iling and recording
returns of borough and township eldctions—each dis-
trict to be paid by county—three dollars. Filing and
recording each district in municipal elections, includ-
ing special election, per district, three dollars. Is-
suing subpoena under seal, fifty cents. Every search
where no other service is performed to which any fee
is attached, fifty cents. Issuing attachment, entering
motion and return, one dollar. Exemplification of rec-
ord or any paper filed, per page, thirty cents. Taxing
costs, other than clerk of the sessions, fifty cents. Re-
taxing parties, bill of costs, and making report, fifty
cents. Recording and issuing appedl to Supreme or
Superior Court, five dollars. All services performed in
one prosecution in court of oyer and terminer, ten dol-
lars.  Recording proceedings in civil docket, per page,
single space, four dollars. Certificate to Secretary of
Highways of conviction for violation of laws regulat-
ing use and operation of motor vehicles—to be taxed
as part of the costs of each case—ona dollar. The fees
for services not herein specially provided shall be the
same as for similar services.
