AN ACT 

Validating certarin assessments in townships of !the first class here­
tofore made for the cost of the constructlon of sewers and 
extensions thereto ; and providing for the collection of such 
assessments, and the filing of municipal claims therefor. 

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That Whenever hereto­
fore the commissioners of any township of the first 
class have required 1by ordinance and have caused 
sewers to be constructed therein pursuant to such 
ordinance and have caus'ed extensions to said sewers 
to be constructed, which extensions ware not included 
in any ordinance, under the impression that no ordi­
nance was necessary for the consrtruc:tion of such ex­
tensions, and whenever the commissioners of any such 
township have adopted an ordinance assessing and have 
actually assessed all the pr0jperty abutting on the line 
of any such sewer so constructed, and even though the 
work on such sewers was not complafod or finished 
until after the date specified in the ordinance assessing 
the cost of the sewer or portion thereof upon the prop­
erty bounding and abutting on the line of said sewer, 
and whenever, by reasou of the construction of any 
sewer or sewers in any township of the lfirst class with­
out the passage of a proper or valid ordinance therefor 
or the completion of the w·ork of construction thereof 
after the time specified in the ordinanqe assessing the 
cost of construction of such sewer utpiOn the propert~1 

abutting thereon or for any other reason, the cost of 
such improvement or portion thereof a<?tually ass,~ssell 
was not legally assessed upon such property, then hy 
this act said assessments heretofore made are herPby 
validated, ,ratified, and confirmed and the commis-

. sioners of any such township may proc~ed at any time 
within six months after the passage of this act with 
the collection of such assessments in the manner pro· 
vided by law for the collection of sewer claims in town­
ships of the first class. In case such S.ssessments arc 
not paid by the owners of the property abutting along 
the line of said sewer the commissfoners of the tovrn­
shi\P may at any time within six mo:nths after the 
passage of this act cause liens to be filed for such as­
sessments in the office of the prothonotary of the coun­
ty and such liens shall be entered, preserved, and col­
lected in the same manner as is now provided by law 
for the entry, revival, and collection: of municipal 
claims.
