Section 31. Short Title. This act may be cited 
as the Uniform Conditional Sales Act. 

Section 32. Inconsistent Laws Repealed. Except 
so far as they are apnlicable to conditional sales made 
prior io the time when this act takes effect the follow­
ing act 1shall be and is hereby repealed, to wit: 

The act, approved the seventh day of June, one thou­
sand nfae hundred and fifteen (Pamphlet Laws, eight 
hundred sixty-six), entitled "An act defining condi­
tional sales, and regulating the recording and effect 
thereof, and providing penalties." 

All other acts or parts of acts inconsistent with 
this act are repealed, but this act shall not be con­
strued to repeal the act, approved the first day of 
May, one thousand nine hundred and twenty-three 
(Pamphlet Laws, one hundred and seventeen), en­
titled "An act concerning conditional sales of chat­
tels attached or to be attached to realty, and regulat­
ing the recording and effect thereof; and providing 
remedies, and penalties." 

Section 33. Time of Taking Effect. This act shall 
fake effect the first day of September, one thousand 
nine hundred and twenty-five.

AN ACT 

To cnnble nny city of tl1c first class owning and operating its own 
water "-orks to re()uire a water-meter to br installc1l upon

for instnlling such water-meter shall be n lien upon sneh 
proprrty with the same priority and enforceable in the same 
mnmwt· as n municipal claim. 

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That from and after 
the passage of this act the municipal authorities of 
every city of the first class within this Commonwealth 
v<hich now owns and operates or may hereafter ae­
quire or construct and operate its own water works 
sl:all have the power to require the owner or owners 
of enry separate property s11pplied from such water 
works to install or permit the installation of a water­
meter or meters upon ancl for such property. 

Section 2. The municipal authorities of any ei !J' 
of the first class aforesaid may require the owner of 
every property upon and for which a watPP-meier is

installed to pay the reasonable cost of ~nd charge for 
installing such meter at such times and in such 
amounts as the said authorities shall prescribe. Such 
cost and charge shall be a lien upon the property upon 
and for which the water-meter shall have been in­
stalled. 

Section 3. Liens for cost of and charges for install­
ing water-meter~ shall have the same priority and 
shall be enforceable in the same mannel.1 as municipal 
claims are now entitled to have and to be enforcPd 
by law. 

Section 4. All acts and parts of acQ> inconsistent 
herewith are hereby repealed. 

Section 5. If any part of this act shall he declared 
to be invalid or unconstitutional the retnainii1g parts 
hereof shall be and remain the valid act of the Legisla­
ture.

AN ACT 

Regulating the recording of certain deeds, convet•ances, and other 
instruments of writing, and fixing the effect tbercof as to sub­
sequent purchasers, mortgagees, and judgment creditors. 

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That all deeds, con­
veyances, contracts, and other instrume1nts of writing 
wherein it shall be the intention of the parties execut­
ing the same to grant, bargain, sell, and convey any 
lands, tenements, or hereditaments situate in this 
Commonwealth, upon being acknowledged by the 
parties executing the same or proved in the manner 
provided by the laws of this Commonwealth, shall be 
recorded in the office for the recording (j)f deeds in the 
county where such lands, tenements, 'and heredita­
ments are situate. Every such deed, canveyance, con­
fract, or other instrument of writing which shall not 
be acknowledged or proved and recorded as aforesaid 
shall be adjudged fraudulent and void ns to any ~mb­
sequent bona fide purchaser or mortgagee without 
actual or constructive notice unless such deed, con­
veyance, contract, or instrument of writing shall be 
recorded as aforesaid before the recordilr1g of the deed 
or conveyance under which such subsequent purchaser 
or mortgagee shall claim. 

Section 2. This act shall take effect the first day of 
January, one thousand nine hundred ~nd twenty-six.
