AN ACT 

'I'o amend Route Four Hundred and Thirty-five of section one 
of the act, appron•d the eighth day of April, one thousand 
nine Inmdr<~d and twenty-five, Pntitled "An act establishing 
certain public roads as State hig;hways, and providing for 
their construction a11d maintenance at the expense of the Com­
monwealth." 

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That Route Four Hun-
1lred and Thirty-five of section one of the act, approved 
the eighth day of April, one thousand nine hundred 
and twenty-five (Act No. One Hundred Thirty-nine), 
entitled "An act establishing certain public roads as 
State highways, and providing for their construction 
and maintenance at the expense of the Commonwealth," 
is hereby amended to read as follows:
