Beginning at the west end of the Jl>ridge crossing 
the Shenango l:Uver at \.Vest Middlesex Borough, Mer­
cer Coun~y, and extending thence in a westerly direc­
tion to McBrides Corners, shall be adopted by the Com­
mon wealth as State highways to be constructed, main­
tained, and imuroved at the sole expense of the Com­
monwealth under the provisrions of present or future 
laws governing main State highways. 

Rc•ctiun 2. The cost and expense of the construc­
tion, maintenance, and improvement of the highways 
hP1·Pin described shall be paid out of any moneys ap­
pl'Opriaied to the De1mrtment of Highways for the re­
<·onsfrnction, maintenance, and improviement of State 
highways.

AN ACT 

V nlidating municipal liens filed in the cifli: e of the prothonotnries 
of the various con"ties by any of the 0itie$ of this Common­
wealth for the removal of nuisances. 

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That whenever in any 
city in this Commonwealth, prior to the passage of 
this act, any nuisance has been removed or caused to 
be removed b..v the city council or board of health or 
city council acting as a board of health in pursuance 
of authority of any act of Assembly and ordinance, 
resolution, or regulation passed and enacted in pur­
suance thereof, and the costs and e:11:penses or part 
thereof of the removal thereof has been assessed 
against the owner or owners of the pr<!perty or proper­
ties upon which the nuisance so removed had existed, 
and a municipal claim or lien has been filed against the 
property therefor as provided in the act, approved 
the sixteenth day of May, one thousand nine hundred 
and twenty-three (Pamphlet Laws, two hundred and 
seven), entitled "An act providing when, how, upon 
what property, and to what extent, ltiens shall be al­
lowed for taxes and for municipal improvements, for 
the removal of nuisances, and for water rents or rates, 
sewer i·ates, and lighting rates; for the procedure upon 
claims filed therefor; the methods fo1• prt>serYing such 
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Cities.

liens and enforcing payment of such claims; the effect 
of judicial sales of the properties liened; the distribu­
tion of the proceeds of such sales, and the redemption 
of the property therefrom; for the lien and collection 
of certain taxes heretofore assessed, and of claims 
for munic~pal improvements made and nuisances re­
moved, within six month,~ hefore the passage of this 
act; and for the procedure on tax: and municipal claims 
filed under other and prior acts of Assembly," but 
owing to some defect in the ordinance, assessment or 
the advertising for bids for the material or labor re­
quired in the removal of such nuisance, or for any other 
reason, the ordinance or proceeding by the council au­
thorizing and directing the improvement and making 
the assessment therefor or the proceeding in the filing 
of any municipal claim or lien therefor are for any 
reason defective or invalid, all such proceedings au­
thorizing the remjoval and the actual removal of such 
nuisance and making the asseg,sment therefor, and any 
municipal claim or lien filed therefor, are hereby vali­
dated and made binding for the amount justly and 
equitably due and payable on account of the removal 
of such nuisance: Provided, That this act shall not 
apply to any proceeding, suit, or lien wherein a final 
order or judgment of any court of record has already 
been made or entered.

AN ACT 

Authorizing the Department of IPorests and vVatcrs to make a 
survey and to prepare plans and specifications for the control 
of floods in and in the vicinity of Lock Haven, Clinton County. 

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That the Department 
of Forests and Waters is hereby authorized to make a 
survey of the Susquehanna River and the lands and 
embankments adjacent thereto within and in the vicini­
ty of the City of J,ock Haven, in the County of Clinton, 
and to prepare plans and specifications for the widen­
ing, deepening, removal of obstructions, or the con­
struction or repair of walls, or the changing of the 
course or channel of said river as may be found neces­
sary, to obviate so far as possible any danger from 
floods within and in the vicinity of said city. 

Section 2. The sum of three thousand five hundred 
dollars ($3,500), or so much thereof as may be neces­
sary, is hereby specifically appropriated to the Depart­
ment of Forests and Waters for the payment of all 
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
