'l'o fnrther arnend sections one thousand four hundred five, one 
thou"'1nd four hundred six, oue thousand four hundred seven. 
one thousand four hundred eight, and one thousand four hundred 
and eighteen of an act, approved the eighteenth day of May, one 
thousand nine hundred eleven (l'a.mJJhlet Laws, three hundred 
and nine), entitled "An act to establish a public school system 
in the Commonwealch of Pennsylvania, together with the pro­
visions by which it shall be administered, and prescribing pen­
alties for the violation thereof; providing revenue to establish 
and maintain the same. and the method of ,collecting such 
revenue; and repealing all laws, general, special or local, or any 
parts thereof, that are or may be inconsistent therewith." 

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That section one 
thousand four hundred and five of an act, approved tlie 
eighteenth day of l\1ay, one thousand nine hundred and 
eleven (Pamphlet Laws, ·three hundred and nine), en­
titled "An act to establish a public school system in 
the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania, together with 
the provisions by which it shall be administered, and 
prescribing penalties for the violation thereof; pro­
viding revenue to establish and maintain the same, 
and the method of collecting such revenue; and re­
pealing all laws, general, special or local, or any parts 
thereof, that are or may be inconsistent therewith," 
is hereby amended to read as follows: 

Section 1405. The board of school directors of 
every school district in this Commonwealth shall, for

puting such distaw·r~ no allowance shall be made for 
the d1Rtance that the dwelling hons¢ of the pupil is 
situated off the public highway. AU such distance~ 
shall be computed by the piiblic Mghway from the 
[building to which the pupil has been assigned by the 
highway to the] nearest point where a private way 
or private road connects the clwelliing house of the 
pupil with the said highway to the nelJ;rest paint where 
said highway touches the school grounds of the school 
to which the ;pup·il has been a8si(fned:· Provided, That 
the free transportation of pupils, as required or au­
thorized by this act, or any other act, tnay be furnished 
by using [electric railways] either school conveyances, 
private conveyances, or [other public transportation] 
electric railways, or other common cf/,rriers, when the 
total distance which any pupil mu$t travel by the 
public highwa.y to or from school (between his resi­
dence and the school], in addition to such transporta­
tion, does not exceed one and one-half miles, and when 
stations or other proper shelters are provided for the 
use of such pupils where needed. 

Section 5. That section one tho11sand four hun­
dred and eighteen of said act is hel'eby amended to 
read as follows: 

Section 1418. In case there is no public school in 
session within two miles, by the nearest traveled road, 
of the residence of any child, such child shall be ex­
empt from the proYisions of this act relating to com­
pulsory attendance, unless proper fr<:le transportation 
be furnished to such child to and fr11>m school: Pro­
vided, If proper free transportation is furnished to 
;such child to and from school, the· Commonwealth. 
shall reimburse the school district furnishing such 
t:rransportation in the same manner 1and amounts a.9 
provided for in this act for transpor:tation of pupiis 
from closed schools.
