Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That section one of an
act, approved the twenty-sixth day of June, one thou-
sand ecight hundred and ninety-five (Pamphlet Laws,
three hundred and sixteen), entitled “An act relating
te husband and wife who are tht parents of minor
children, enlarging and extending the power, control
and authority of the mother over their minor children,
under certain circumstances,” is hereby amended to
read as follows:

Section 1. Be it enacted, &ec., That hereafter a
married woman, who is the mother of a minor child
(and who contributes by the fruits of her own labor
or otherwise toward the support, maintenance and
education of her said minor child), shall have the same
and equal power, control and authority over her said
child and shall have the same and equal right to its
custody and services and egrnings as is now by law pos-
sessed by her husband, who is the father of such minor
child: Provided, however, That the mother of such
minor child is otherwise qualified as a fit and proper
person to have the control and custody of said child. If
either the futher or the mother deserl their child or
fail to perform their parental duties the right to the
custody, services, and eernings of the child shall be-
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long to the other: Provided, howeter, That such re-
maining parent is otherwise qualified as o fit and
proper person to hauve the control and custody of said
child.
