owned or kept by him. Such application shall state the 
breed, sex, age, color, and marking of such dog, and 
the name and address of the last previous owner; and 
shall be accompanied by a license fee of one dollar for 
each male dog and each spayed female dog; and by a 
license fee of two dollars for each unspayed female 
dog. The applicant shall als.o pay an additional fee of 
ten cents for the [services of the county treasurer in] 
issuing, recording, and reporting ,said license to the 
Secreta1·y of Agriculture and remitting fees and fines 
to the State Treasurer. The county treaswrers of the 
several co·unties of this Commonwealth shall be agents 
of the Comnwnwealth for the collection of said license 
fees; and for services rendered in collecting and pay­
ing orer the same the said agents shall be allowed to 
retain the sum of ten cents from the amount' paid by 
each licensee, which amoimt shall be paid into the coun­
ty trecisury, except that said county treasurers may re­
tain oiit of said fees amounts necessary to reimbwrse 
them for any expienses, including the compensation of 
necessary employes incwrred in the collection and trans­
mission of money for the Cornnwnwealth wnder the pro­
visions of this aot: Provided, however, That the num­
ber arnd compensation of such C1n.;ployes shafj hari1e been 
approved by the 8ecretary of AgricuUwre of the Ootrl/­
monwealth of Pennsylvania. County treaswrers shall 
also be entitled to retain out of fees heretofore received 
hereu.iider amounts heretofoi·e actually expended for 
the payment of expenses, including the compensation 
of employes actually incurred in the collection and 
transmission of money under the provisions of this act.

by amended to read as follows: 

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That hereafter every 
person, whether principal or agent, entering into, be­
ginning, or desiring to begin, a transient retail business 
in any city, borough, or township of this Commonwealth 
for the sale of any goods, wares, or merchandise what­
soever, and who hires, leases, [or] occupies, or use8 any 
[a] room, apartment, store, shop, bu:itlding, railway car, 
or other place or structure for the exhibition and sale 
of such goods, wares, or merchandise, shall take out 
a license for the same from the proper authorities of 
the said city, borough, or township: Provided, however, 
That nothing herefo contained shal] apply to farmers 
selling their own produce, or to any sale of goods, 
wares, or merchandise donated by the owners thereof, 
the proceeds whereof are to be applied to any charitable 
or philanthropic purpose.

'l'o provide for the purchase by the Commonwealth of agricultural 
land suited to the growing of forest trM seedlings, and fixing 
a maximum amount that may be paid therefor. 

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That the Department 
of Forests and Waters, with the app:roval of the State 
Forest Commission, shall have the pl!>wer to acquire in 
the nam'e of the Commonwealth by ~urchase any suit­
able tract or tracts of a,,,,<TI"icultura! land within the 
Rtate for the purpose of growing forest tree seedlings, 
subject to such reservations, if any, of mineral rights, 
rights-of-way, or other encumbranc¢s as the Depart­
ment of Forests and Waters and the State Forest Com­
mission deem to be consistent with s1tch holding, which 
lands the Commonwealth shall hold,, manage, control, 
1wotect, maintain, utilize. and regula~e as State forests. 

Section 2. That the maximum price paid for such 
ag-riculh1ral land shall not exceed one hundred and 
fifty dollars ($150) per acre, and that the amount ex­
pended for the acquisition of such land shall not ex­
ceed twenty thousand dollars ($20,000).
