AN ACT

To amend paragraph one of section three of article five of the
act, approved the twenty-seventh day of June, one thousand
nine hundred and thirteen (Pamphlet Lawk, five hundred and
sixty-eight), entitled “An act providing for the incorporation,
regulation, and government of cities of the third class; regulat-
ing nomination and election of municipal ¢fficers therein; and
repealing, consolidating, and extending existing laws in relation
thereto”; chanrging the millage provided for general tax pur-
poses. :

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That paragraph one
of section three of article five of the act, approved the
twenty-seventh day of June, one thousand nine hundred
and thirteen (Pamphlet Laws, five hundred and sixty-
eight), entitled “An act providing for the incorpora-
_tion, regulation, and government of cities of the third
class; regulating nomination and election of munici-
pal officers therein; and repealing, consolidating,
and extending existing laws in relafion thereto,” is
hereby amended to read as follows:

One. To levy and collect taxes for general revenue
purposes, not to exceed [ten] fifteen mills on the dollar
in any one year, on all persons, real, personal and
mixed property, within the limits of said city, taxable
according ‘to the laws of the State of Pennsylvania for
county purposes; the valuation of such property to be
assessed as hereinafter provided.
