AN ACT

Providing for the enumeration of registered parsons in the Com-
monwealth, and the publication of a tabulation thereof by the
Secretary of the Commonwealth; and imposing certain duties
upon regigtrars, assessors, registry asseqsors, and county eom-
missioners.

Section 1. Be it enacted, &e., That the registrars,
registration commissioners, assessors, and registry
assessors of the various cities, boroughs, and townships,
charged with the registration and enrollment of voters,
shall immediately after the last regigtration day be-
fore the general or municipal election in cities, and
immediately after the last day fixed for the assess-
ment of voters in boroughs and townships, forward to
the commissioners of their respective counties, on
forms to be furnished by the county commissioners, a
summary of the total number of persons registered or
assessed in their respective election dlstricts, enumer-
ating them by sex, color, political affiliation, and
whether native or foreign born.

Section 2. The county commissioners shall im-
mediately upon the receipt of the returns provided
for in the foregoing section tabulate the totals there-
of and forward a copy of said totals to the Secre-
tary of the Commonwealth, who may tabulate the re-
turns so received from the various counties and pub-
lish the same for the information of the public.

Section 3. The returns of the registration shall be
niade to the county commissioners in the following
form:
