A SUPPLEMENT 

To an act, approved the secoJJd day of June, one thousand nine 
hundred and fifteen (Pamphlet Laws, seven hundred thirty­
six), entitled "An act defining the liability of an employer to 
pay damages for injudes received rby an employe in the course 
of emplDyment; establishing an elective schedule of compensa­
tion; and providing procedure for the determination of liability 
and compensation thereunder," rproviding for the payment of 
compensation to yolunteer firemen or their dependents. 

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That in addition to 
those persons included within the definition of the 
word "employe," as defined in section one hundred and 
four of the act to which this is a supplement, the.re 
shall be included all members of volunteer fire com­
panies of the various cities, boroughs, incorporated 
towns, and townships who shall be and are hereby de­
clared to be "employes" of such cities, boroughs, incor­
porated towns, townships for all the purposes of said 
act, and shall be entitled t.o receive compensation in 
case of inju,ries received while actually engaged al'! 
:firemen or while going to or returning from any fire 
which the fire companies of which they are members 
shall have attended .

Prohibiting the placing of any sign, banner, or advertising matter 
of any kind whatsoever on or acrass any public road or high­
way or on or across any structure within the legal limits of 
any public road or highway without the written consent of the 
authorities responsible for the maintenance of such public road 
or highway, and declaring the placing of any sign or banner in 
violation of this act to be a public nuisance mid authorizing 
its removal with or without notice, and providing penalty. 

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That hereafter it 
shall be unlawful to place any sign, banner, or adver­
tising matter of any kind whatsoever on or across any 
public road or highway or on or across any structure 
within the legal limits of any public road or highway 
of this Commonwealth without first having obtained 
the written consent of the authorities responsible for 
the maintenance of such public road or highway. 

Section 2. Any such sign, banner, or advertising 
matter placed without the consent of the authorities 
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
