AN ACT 

Establishing as a State highway a certain section of public roa<l 
in the county of Delaware. 

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That a certain sec­
tion of public road commencing at the Island road 
in Tinicum Township in the County of Delaware at 
a point west of Essington Station, thence through 
Tinicum Township, Prospect Park Borough, Ridley 
Township, Morton Borough, and Springfield Town­
ship to an intersection· with Route Number One Hun­
dred and Thirty in Springfield T·ownship, shall be 
adopted by the Common.wealth as a State highway, 
to be constructed, maintained, and improved at the 
sole expense of the Commonwealth under the provi­
sions of present or future laws governing main State 
highways. 

Section 2. The cost and expense of the construc­
tion, maintenance, and improvement of the highway 
herein described shall be paid out of any moneys ap­
propriated to the Department of Highways for the 
reconstruction and improvement of State highways.
