A ,JOIS't' RESOLUTIO~ 

Proposing an amendment to article nine section four of the Con­
stitution of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania, authorizing the 
State to issue bonds to the amount of one hundred and fifty 
millions of dollars for the improvement of the highways of tlie 
Commonwealth. 

Section 1. Be it resolved by the Senate and House 
of Representatives of the Commonwealth of Pennsyl­
vania in General Assembly met, That the following 
amendment to the Constitution of the Commonwealth 
of Pennsylvania be, and the same is hereby, proposed, 
iu accoruance with the eighteenth article thereof: 

'l'hat section four of article nine is hereby amended 
to read as follows : 

Section 4. No debt shall be created by or on be­
half of the State except to supply casual deficiencies 
of revenues, repel invasions, suppress insurrection, 
defend the State iu >var, or to pay existing debt; 
and the debt created to supply deficiencies in revenue 
shall never exceed in the aggregate at any one time 
one million dollars: Provided, however, That the 
General Assembly, irrespective of any debt, may au­
thorize the State to issue bonds to the amount of one 
hundred and fifty millions of dollars for the pur­
pose of improving and rebuilding the highways of 
the Commonwealth.
