AN ACT

Providing for an additional associate judge of the separate Or-
phans’ Court of the County of Philadelphia. .

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That it shall be the
duty of the Governor to appoint a competent person,
learned in the law, to be associate judge of the sepa-
rate Orphansy’ Court of the County of Philadelphia,
in addition to the judges now composing said court,
who shall hold his office until the first Monday of
January next succeeding the first municipal election
which shall occur after the passage of this act, and
who shall have the same powers, authority, and juris-
diction and shall receive the same compensation as
the other judges of said court. .

Section 2. That at the next municipal election
which shall occur after the passage of this act, and
thereafter at such time and times as may be prescribed
by the Constitution and laws of the Commonwealth, the
qualified electors of the County of Philadelphia shall
elect a competent person, learned in the law, to serve
as associate judge of the said court, who shall be
commissioned and hold his office for the term as now
provided by law, and shall have the same powers,
authority, and jurisdiction, and shall receive the same
compensation as the other judges of the said court
are now paid.
