AN ACT 

To amend section twenty-two hundred and two of an act, ap­
proved the eighteenth day of M'a:v, on<e thousand nine hundred 
and eleven (Pamphlet Laws, three hundred and nine), entitled 
"An act to establish a public s.chool system in the Common­
wealth of Pennsylvania, together with the provisions by which 
it shall be administered, and prescribing penalties for the viola­
tion thereof; providing revenue to establi$h and maintain the 
same, and the method of collecting such! revenue; and repealing 
all laws, general, special, or local, or any parts thereof, that are 
or may be inconsistent therewith." 

Section 1. Be it enacte.;d, &c., That section twenty­
two hundred and two of the act, approved the eight­
eenth day of May, one thousand mne hundred and 
eleven (Pamphlet Laws,, three hundred andl nine), en­
titled "An act to establish a public school system in 
the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania, together with the 
provisions by which it shall be administered, and pre· 
scribing penalties for the violation thereof; providing 
revenue to establish and maintain the same, and the 
method of collecting such revenue; ·and repealing all 
laws, general, special, or local, or any parts thereof, 
that are or may be inconsistent therewith," is hereby 
amended to read as follows : 

Section 2202. In each school district of the first 
class the board of school directors herein provided 
shall be known aIIJl ·designated as "The Board of Public 
Education" of said district. The board of P'ublic edu­
cation in each ,school district of the first class shall 
sucC'eed to .. and shall have and posses$, all the powers, 
rights, and privileges, not inconsistent with this act, 
which the present existing board of pu:biic education in 
its respective district now lawfully has, inclnding the 
granting and award of scholarships an a merit basis.
