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pay a rental for the use thereof :based in whole or in 
part upon the distance such motor vehicle shall travel, 
shall, upon conviction thereof, be deemed guilty of a 
misdemeanor, and punished by imprisonment in the 
county jail for not less than thirty days or more than 
one year, or by a fine ofinot less than twenty-five ($25) 
dollars, or more than two hundred ('200) dollars, or 
both, in the discretion of the court. The refusal to pay 
the rental for such motor vehicle, or absconding with­
out paying or offering to pay such rental, shall be 
prima facie evidence of the intent to defraud.

To amend section nineteen of an act, approved the thirty-first day 
of May, one thousand nine hundred and eleven (Pamphlet Laws, 
four hundred sixty-eight}, entitled "An act providing for the es­
tablishment of a State Highway Department__ by the appointment 
of a State Highway Commissioner, two .ueputy State High­
way Commissioners, chief engineer, chief draughtsman, superin­
tendents of highwaye, and a staff of assist:rnte and employes; 
defining their duties and the jurisdiction of th<') State Highway 
Department, and fixing salarie11 of commis11ioner and deputies and 
other appointees; providing for taking over from the counties 
or townships of the Commonwealth certain existing public roads 
connecting county-seats, principal cities, and towns and extend­
ing to the State line; describing and defining same by route 
numbers as the State highways of the Commonwealth; providing 
for the improvement, maintenance, and repair of said State 
highways solely at the expense of tlie CQmmonwealth, and re­
lieving the several townships or counties from any further obli­
gation and expense to improve or maintain the ~ame, and reliev­
ing said townships or counties of authority over same; requir­
ing boroughs and in.corporated towns to maintain certain State 
highways wholly and in part; requiring the State Highway Com­
missioner to make maps to be complete record!! thereof; con­

Section 19. In addition to his other duties, the 
[State Highway Commissioner]Secretary of Highways 
shall cause to be made a survey of all the roads in the 
State; and shall cause to be made and kept for the 
[State Highway Depai-tment] Department of Highways 
a general highway plan of the State; and compile statis­
tics and collect information relative to the mileage, 
character, and condition of the highways in the town­
ships and counties of the State. He shall investigate 
and determine upon the various methods of road con­
.struction best adapted to the various sections of the 
State; and establish standards for the construction and 
ma'intenance of highways ·in various sections, taking in­
to consideration the topography of the country, the 
natural condlitions and the character and availability 
of road building material, and the ability of the town­
ships and' counties to build and maintain roads under 
the provisions of this act. He may at all reasonable 
times be consulted by county, city, borough, incorpo­
rated town, or township officers having authority over 
highways and bridges, and shall, when requested, ad.vise 
and give information to such officers relative to the 
construction, repairing, alteration, and maintenance of 
the saidJ highways and bridges. He shall at all times 
lend his aid in promoting road improvement through­
out the State, and [shall] may prepare models and pic­
tures for exhibition, and exhibi.t the same. at such times 
and at such places as in his judgment shall be deemed 
advisable, anidJ, in addition thereto, he may also c;om­
pile all useful information relative to road building and 
maintenance, which he shall disseminate by means of 
printed' bulletins, issued at such times and in such num­
bers as he ,shall deem best. He shall cause to he pub­
lished ma'ps showing complete road surveys of each 
county, which shall be kept on sale in the [State High­
way Department] Departmen1t of Highways at cost of 
publication.
