
SESSION OF 1927, 

Pennsylvania has. heretofore or shall hereafter, in pro­
ceedings relating to the elimination of grade crossing or 
crossings, order and direct the opening of a .new high­
way (where no legally opened highway existed before), 
in order to afford a proper approach to a subway, bridge 
or viaduct, such newly opened highway and the road 
leading therefrom and to said subway, bridge or viaduct 
are adopted by the Commonwealth as State highways, 
to he constructed and maintained at the sole expense of 
the Commonwealth, under the provisions of the present 
or future laws governing main highways: Provided, 
however, That, at the time of making the order relating 
to said highways, the Public Service Oommission shall 
have the right to direct that said! road. shall be opened 
and ma~ntained at the expense of the <Jity, borough, in­
corporated town, or township in which said roads are 
located. 

Section 2. Unless otherwise ordere(l as provided in 
section one of this act, the cost and expense of the 
maintenance, construction, and improvement of the 
highways herein described shall be paid out of any 

·moneys appropriated to the State Highway Department 
for maintenance, reconstruction or improveme!lt of 
highways.

AN ACT 

•.ro amend section two of an act, approved the twelfth clay of May, 
one thousand nine hundred and twenty-five (Pamphlet Laws, six 
hundred and twenty-three), entitled "An act oonferring authority 
on the Department of Highways and any county or township to 
enter upon privat" property adjacent to any public road or high­
way and place thereon snow fence between December first ancl 
April first of the sn0ceeding year ; and proyiding for the pay­
ment of damages by the authorities responsible for the main· 
tenance of said .public road or highway to th~ owner of adjacent 
property occasioned in the actual placing or removal of sai.d snow 
fence," by providing that such snow fence may be placed between 
November first and April first of the suciceeding year. 
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Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That section two of an 
act, approved the. twelfth diay of May, one thousand 
nine hundred and twenty-five (Pamphlet Laws, six 
hundred and twenty-three), ep.titled HAn act confer­
ring authority on the Departll1ent of Highways and 
any county or township to enter upon private prop­
erty adjacent to any public roadl or highway and 
place thereon snow fence between December first and 
April first of the succeeding year; and providing for 
the payment of damages by the authorities responsible 
for the maintenance of said public roa<l or highway to 
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further amended.

AN ACT 

To further amend section one of an act, a,pproved the seventeenth 
day of May, one thousand nine hundred and twenty-one (Pam­
phlet Laws, nine hundred eight), entitled "An act regulating the 
closing of public highways, and providing for the locating, mark­
ing, and maintenance of deto1irs necessitated by such closing," 
as amended; by providing further that when any borough street, 
forming a part of a State highway, is closed to vehicular traffic, 
the borough shall notify the Department of Highways of the 
creation of a detour, and of the removal of said detour when such 
street is again opened to traffic. 

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That section one of 
the act, approvedi the seventeenth day of May, one 
thousand nine hundred and twenty-one (Pamphlet 
Laws, nine hundred eight), entitled! "An act regulat­
ing the closing of public highways, and providing for 
the locating, marking, and maintenance of detours 
necessitated by such closing," as amended by an act, 
approved the eighteenth day of l\fay, one thousand 
nine hundred and twent)'-three (Pamphlet Laws, two 
hundred fifty-seven), entitled "An act to amend sPction 
two of the act, approved the seventeenth day of May, 
one thousand nine hundred andl twenty-one (Pamphlet 
Laws, nine hundred' and eight), entitled 'An act 
regulating the closing of public highways, and provid­
ing for the locating, marking, and maintenance of de­
tours necessitated by Sl1Ch closing,' arid providling pen­
alties," as further amended by the act, approved the 
thirteenth day of May, one thousand nine hundred
