AN ACT 

'.l'o amend section sixteen of the act, approved the twenty-seventh 
day of A.pril, one thousand nine hundred and five (Pamphlet 
Laws, three hundred twelve), entitled "A.n act creating a De­
partment of :Health, and defining its powers and duties"; and 
providing a penalty for the violation of its provisions; changing 
the penalties for certain violations. 

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That section sixteen 
of the act, approved the twenty-seventh day of April, 
one thousand nine hundred and five (Pamphlet Laws, 
three hundred and twelve), entitled "An act creating a 
Department of Health, and defining its powers and 
duties," is hereby amendled to read as follows: 

Section 16. Every person who violates any order or 
regulation of the Department; of Health, or who resists 
or interferes with any officer or agent thereof in the 
performance of his duties in accordance with the 
regulations and ord·ers of the Department of Health, 
[shall be deemed guilty of a misdemeanor, and] shall, 
upon conviction thereof in a su-mrnary proceeding be­
fore a jiistice of the peace, alderman, or magistrate of 
the aounty wherein such violation or offense is com­
rnitted, be [punished by] sentenced to pay a fine of 
not less than ten ($10.00) dollars and aosts nor more 
than [one hundred ($100.00)] fifty ($50.00) dollars 
[or by imprisonment not exceeding on_e month, or both, 
at the discretion of the eonrt] and costs, such fine to 
be paid to the county in which the violation or offense 
is committed. In default of payment such fine am,d 
costs the offender .sha,U be sentenced to be confined in 
the proper county jail for a period of th.irty days.
