he deems it for the interest of the policyholders so 
to do. All the expenses incurred t'fl, and about the 
examination of companies, a.Yso.ciations, er»changes, 
bureaus, or co,rporations, incl!uding compensation of 
the deputies, examiners, and other employes of the 
department assisting in said examination, shall be 
charged to, and paid by, the compfl,ny, association, 
exchange, bureau, or corporation em<ilmined, in equit­
able proportions, at such times and in such manner, 
as the commissioner shall, by generfl,l rute or regu,. 
lation, prescribe.

AN ACT 

JOHN S. FISHER 

Authorizing council of cities of the second class to fix the salary 
of the mayor of said cities, and providing tbe maximum amount 
thereof. 

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That the salary of 
the mayor of cities of the second class of this Common­
wealth shall be :fixed by the council of said cities in a 
sum not to exceed fifteen thousand dollars ($15,000.00) 
per ·annum, which salary shall not be increased or 
diminished during the term fur whicih he shall have 
been elected. . 

Section 2. All acts or parts of acts inconsistent 
herewith 1be and the same are hereby repealed.

To repeal an act, approved the twelfth day of: May, one thousand 
eight hundred and eighty-seven (Pamphlet Laws, ninety-eight), 
entitled "An aiet to fix the number of Representatives in tlie 
General Assembly o:tl the State and to apportion the State into 
representative districts as provided in the ·Constitution."
