AN ACT 

Validating certain proceedings and elections of counties, cities, 
boroughs, townships, school districts, and other incorporated dis­
tricts or municipalities, ,had and held for the, purpose of increas­
ing the indebtedness of such municipalities or the refunding of 
the existing indebtedness; to provide for the redemption of same; 
and validating bonds issued or authorized to be issued in pur­
suance to such proceedings and elections. 

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That all proceedings 
and elections heretofore had and held by any county, 
city, borough, township, school district, or other 
municipal or incorporated district, within this Com­
monwealth, to .increase the indebtedness or to refund 
its existing indebtedness or both, where the majority 
of votes cast at such election was in favor of the 
increase of inrlebtedness, be and the same are hercby 
ratified, confirmed, and made valid, notwithstanding 
the authorities of such county, city, borough, town­
ship, .school district, or incorporated district, did not, 
by separate and independent action pl'ior to the ordi­
nance or vote in pursuance of which notice of election 
was given to the electors, signify their desire for such 
increase of indebtedness, or refunding of existing 
indebtedness, or did not properly signify their desire 
for such increase of indebtedness or refunding of pres­
ent indebtedness; and nothwithstanding the ballots 
were not certified or signed hy the county commis­
sioners, or were not printed on the official ballot after 
the list of candidates, but were printed on separate 
ballots; and notwithstanding full, complete, and 
proper return of the votes was not made to the proper 
court or counted or computed by the caurt, or a record 
showing the results made and certified 'by the clerk of 
said court to the proper all.thorities of such district or 
municipality; and notwithstanding any defect or in­
formality in the manner of holding, or any defect, 
informality or error in figures or amounts in giving 
notice of such election; and notwithstanding any 
mistake in stating the amount of pe:i:centage of the 
existing de.ht, or the percentage of the proposed in­
crease, or of the assessment, debt or deductions, or 
patent error of orthography or of n'llmerical state­
ment, on any or all of the 'ballots, or any error or 
mistake in the figures or amounts of actual debts, 
assets, assessments or in the amount of percentage of 
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
