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for the preference or priority in procuring loans; and 
it shall be competent and lawful for: the borrower from 
such association to agree, in writing, upon a given rate 
of premiums, not to exceed two per centmn per annum 
upon the amount of the loan, in addtition to the interest 
to be 1paid upon such loan, withont bidding for pref­
erence or priority. And no premium contracted for un­
der this section, with or without bidding, shall be 
deemed usurious although in exce$s of the legal rate 
of i,nterest.

Authorizing a married woman, granted a divorce from bed and 
board, to convey and encumber her r<)al estate, without the 
joinder of her husband. 

Section L Be it enacted, '&c., That whenever a decree 
of divorce from bed and board may have been hereto­
fore, or shall be hereafter, granted :to any married wo­
man by any court of competent jurisdiction, it shall 
and may be lawful for such married woman to encum­
ber, by mortgage or otherwise, or to grant, convey, or 
otherwise dispose of, real estate in this Commonwealth, 
or any interest therein, however and whenever acquired, 
whether before or after the entty of such decree, 
with as full and complete power in all respects as if 
she were a feme sole, and without her husband joining 
in, consenting to, or ackmowledgilitg any deed, mort­
gage, or other instrument, execut¢d pursuant to the 
power aforesaid: Provided, That $uch power shall en­
dure so long as such decree of divorce shall remain in 
force and shall tel"Illinate only upon the full and com­
plete discharge and annulment of such decree. 

Section 2. All acts or parts of acts inconsistent here­
with are hereby repealed.

Creating a commission to provide for the orection of an additional 
interstate bridge over the Delaware Riv~r between Philadelphia 
and a point in the State of New .Jersey! and making an appro­
priation therefor. 

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That there is hereby 
created a Delaware River Bridge Gomrrnission, to be 
known as the Pennsylvania Commission Number Two, 
which shall be composed of the Governor, the Auditor 
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General, the State Treasurer, the mayor of the city of 
Philadelphia, and four other citizens of the Common­
wealth, two of whom shall be appointed by the Gover­
nor and two by the mayor of the city of Philadelphia. 

The Pennsylvania Commi~sion Number Two is 
hereby authorized to act, jointly and in agreement with 
the New Jersey Interstate Bridge and Tunnel Com­
mission, or with such other board, commission or body 
as may be duly constituted by the State of New Jersey, 
as a joint commission, and to proceed by full and com­
plete borings, surveys, engineering studies, investiga­
tions, bearings, and all other matters incidental and 
pertaining thereto, to determine the proper location, 
type of construction, and cost of construction, opera­
tion, and maintenance of an additional bridge, with the 
necessary approaches thereto, across the Delaware 
River connecting the city of Philadelphia, Pennsyl­
vanfa, at a point between Snyder Avenue and the 
mouth of the Schuylkill River, with a corresponding 
point in the State of New Jersey. The exact location 
of said propused bridge shall be fixed by joint commis­
sion. 

Section 2. The Pennsylvania Commission Number 
Two shall fully report its findings, pursuant to section 
one of this act, at the first legislative session after 
the completion thereof. 

Section 3. The sum of twenty-five thousand ($25,000) 
dollars, or so much thereof: as may be necessary, is 
hereby specifically appropriated to the Pennsylvania 
Commission Number Two, to carry out the provisions 
of this act, and for the payment of the expenses of the 
commission, and the compensation of such employes 
and experts as it may deem necessary. This appro­
priation is made by the Commonwealth on condition 
that a similar amount is appropr:iated and made avail­
able by the city of Philadelphia for the use of the 
commiBsion for like purposes.
