To amend seetion thirty-three of :rn act, approved the thirty-first 
day of May, one thousand ni11'e ,hundred and eleven (Pamphlet 
Laws, four hundred sixty-eight), entitled "An act providing 
for the establishment of a State Highway Department, by the 
appointment of a State Highway Commissioner, two Deputy 
State Highway Commissioners, chief engineer, chief draughts­
man, superintendents of ,highways, and a staff of assistants and 
employes; defining their duties and the jurisdiction of the State 
Highway Department, and fixing salaries of commissioner and 
deputies and other appointees; providing for taking over from 
the counties or townships of the Commonwealth certain existing 
public l'Oads connecting county-seats, principal cities, and towns 
and extending to the State line; describing and defining same by 
route numbers as the State highways of the Commonwealth: 
providing for the improvement, maintenance, and repair of said 
State highways solely at the expense of the Commonwealth, 
and relieving the several townships or counties from any further 
obligation and expense to improve or maintain the same, and 
relieving said townships or counties of authority over same ; 
requiring boroughs and incorporated towns to maintain certain 
State highways wholly and in part; requiring the State High­
way Commissioner to make maps to be complete records thereof;

by the Auditor General, and when audited and allowed

AN ACT 

Anthoriiing the Department of Justice, before transmitting to 
the State Treasurer the proceeds of any litigation brought by 
the Department of Justice for the collection of debts, taxes, 
and accounts due the Commonwealth, through any attorney or 
attorneys not employed by said department upon a salary basis, 
to pay all costs, expenses, and attorney's fees incurred in con· 
nection with such litigation out of the proceeds of such litigation. 

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That the Department 
of Justice is hereby authorized, before transmitting to 
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
