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Treasurer, or which may thereafter come into his hands,
excepting school funds, and may also be recovered by
action at law or equity as any other debts of such coun-
ties, townships, boroughs, or incorporated towns are
by law recoverable. The amounts paid under this act
to the State Treasurer by the counties, townships, bor-
oughs, and towns shall be placed by him to the credit
of the proper fund for highway construction or mainte-

- nance, and shall immediately be available for the use

of the [State Highway Department] Department of
Highways for construction or maintenance, as the cage
may be; and the [State Highway Commissioner] Secre-
tary of Highways is hereby authorized and empowered
to apportion the said amounts, thus paid into the State

_Treasury by the counties, townships, boroughs, and in-

corporated towns, among the several counties as here-
inbefore provided for. The [State Highway Commis-
sioner] Secretary of Highways may make partial pay-
ments to any contractor performing any highway im-
provement, under this act, as the same progresses, up-
on estimate made by the [State Highway Department]
Department of Highways; but not more than ninety
(90) per centum of the estimate of the work done, or
of the contract price, shall be paid in advance of the
full and satisfactory completion of said improvement
and acceptance of same by the [State Highway Com-
missioner] Secretary of Highways: Provided, That
the Seeretary of Highways may, in his discretion, make
payments in excess of ninety (90) per centum of the
worlk done or of the contract price when at least ninety-
five (85) per centum of the work under the contract
has been completed. The amount retained under said
contract for the work done and performed shall in
all cases be sufficient to cover double the contract price
or estimated cost of the work remaining to be done
to satisfactorily complete the contract.

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That part of section
three of the act, approved the twenty-ninth day of
April, one thousand eight hundred and seventy-four
(Pamphlet Laws, seventy-three), entitled “An act to
provide for the incorporation and regulation of certain
corporations,” which was amended by the act, approved
the thirteenth day of June, one thousand nine hundred
and twenty-three (Pamphlet Laws, six hundred and
ninety-seven), entitled “An act to amend part of sec-
tion three of the act, approved the twenty-ninth day of
April, one thousand eight hundred and seventy-four
(Pamphlet Laws, seventy-three), entitled ‘An act to
provide for the incorporation and regulation of certain
corporations,” by authorizing certain corporations of
the first class to be incorporated by the Governor,” is
hereby further amended to read as follows:

CERTIFICATES FOR FIRST CLASS

The said certificates of incorporation of the first
class shall be acknowledged by at least three of those
who subscribe to them before the recorder of deeds of
the county in which the business of the corporation is
to be transacted, to be their act and deed, and the same
being duly certified under the hand and official seal of
the said recorder of deeds, shall be presented to a law
judge of the said county, accompanied by proof of the
publication of the notice of such application, who is
hereby required to peruse and examine said instrument,
and if the same shall be found to be in the proper
form, and within the purposes named in the first class
specified in the foregoing section, and shall appear law-
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
