six of section one of this act, who, by written appli­
cation to the Retirement Board, shall, either as an 
original member or a new member, elect to be covered 
by the retirement system. Any State employe who 
becomes a State employe subsequent to the thirty-first 
day of December, nineteen hundred twenty-four, shall 
during the first twelve months of employment as a 
State employe have the option of membership, but, 
after the first twelve months of such employment as 
a State employe, membership as a new member shall 
be compulsory: Provided, howe,ver, that ne-ither the 
G-overnor nor the Lieutenant Governor, nor the head 
or deputy heads of any adiministrative deviartment .. 
nor the members of any indepen<lent administrat·ive 
board or commissi0;n, or of any departmental a.dminis­
trative board or commission, or of any advisory board 
or commission, nor the secretary tO' the Gov·crnor, nor 
the biidget secretary sh\all be compelled to become 
members of said State employes' retirement association.

AN ACT 

l\<Iaking it unlawful for any nrchitect or engineer, in the employ of 
the Commonwealth, or of any county, municipality, borough, 
township, or other subdivision of the Commonwenlth. :md en­
gagecl in the preparation of plans, specifications, or estimates, 
to bid on any public work, or to be interested in contracts for 
public work; making it unlawful for the officers of the Common­
wealth, or_ any county, municipality, borough, townshi1), or other 
subdivision of the Commonwealth, to awnrd the <>ontJract to any 
such architect or engineer in the employ of the Commonwealth; 
and fixing penalties. 

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., 'l'hat from and after 
the passage of this act, it shall be 11nlawful for any 
architect or engineer, in the employ of the Common­
wealjh. or of any county, municipality, borough, town­
ship, or other subdivision of the Commonwealth, and 
engaged in the preparation of plans, specifications, or 
estimates, to bid on any public work at any letting 
of such work in this Commonwealth. 

Section 2. It shall also be unlawful for the officers 
of the Commonwealth, or of any county, municipality, 
borough, township, or other subdivision of the Com­
monwealth, charged with the duty of letting any pub­
lic work, to award a contract to any such architect or 
engineer, in the employ of the Commonwealt1J., or of 
any county, municipality, borough, township, or other 
subdivision of the Commonwealth. 

Section 3. It shall not be lawful for any architect 
or engineer, in the employ of the Commonwealth, or 
of any county, municipality, 'borough, township, or

other snlHJivision of the Commonwealth, to be in any 
wh;e interested in any contract for public work, nor 
r·eeeive any remuneration or gratuity from any person 
interested in such contract. 

Section 4. Any person or persons violating these rcnnlty. 

provisious, or either of them, shall forfeit his office, and 
slta1l l>e guilty of a misdemeanor, and, on conviction 
thereof, shall be sentenced to pay a fi.ne not exceed-
ing live hundred dollars, or to undergo imprisonmeut 
or not Jess than six months, or both, in the discretion 
of tl1e court.

AN ACT 

Exempting ice cream cabinets, ice cream containers, and the ap­
purtcrnmces thereto, leased, loaned, hired, or conditionally sold, 
from levy or sale on execution or distress for rent. 

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That hereafter all ice 
cream cabinets, ice cream containers, an{!) the appur­
tenances thereto, loaned to, or leased or hired by, any 
person or persons residing within this Commonwealth, 
or any corporation or corporations doing business 
therein, or conditionally sold to any such person, per­
sons, corporation or corporations, under a contract of 
sale reserving title in the vendor until paid for, shall 
be exempt from levy and sale on execution or dis­
tress for rent, so long as the title thereto remains in 
the owner, lessor, or conditional vendor: Provided, 
1'hat the name and address of the owner, lessor, or 
conditional vendor of such ice cream cabinets or ice 
cream containers be inarkecl on, or be attached fo, said 
ice cream cabinets or ice cream containe1~s, on a con­
spicuous part thereof, or that the owner, lessor, or con­
ditional vendor of such ice cream cabinets or ice cream 
containers and appurtenances, or his, its, or their 
agent, shall have given written notice to the la:J?.d­
lord, or his or its agent, at the time of loaning, leasing, 
hiring, or conditionally selling, or within ten days after 
the same is placed in the premises, that the same are 
loaned, leased, hired, or sold under reservation of title. 

Section 2. All acts or parts of acts inconsistent 
herewith ·be and the same are hereby repealed.
