AN AC'r 

Providing .'that highways, or sections thereof, abandoned as State 
.highway routes, shall revert for maintenance to the party or 
parties respo_nsible for the maintenance of said highways prior 
to their coming unger the jurisdiction of the Department of 
Highways. 

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That where any sec­
tion of a State highway route, as now or hereafter 
defined by law, shall be, or has been, relocated under 
the authority of existing laws, the portion of the public 
road or highway, thus abandoned as a State highway 
route, shall be maintained by, and at the expense of, 
the authorities responsible for the maintenance of said 
public road or highway prior to its having been estab­
lished as a State highway. 

Section 2. That all acts or parts of acts inconsist­
ent herewith be and the same are hereby repealed.
