To a:aund an act, approved the fifth day of April, one thousand
nine hundred and seventcen (Pamphlet Laws, forty-three), en-
titled “An act to authorize and require the county commission-
ers of the several counties of this Commonwealth to furnish a
room for the judges learned in the law of the courts of common
pleas and orphans’ courts,” by providing that a room shall be
furnished to justices of the Supreme Court, judges of the
Superior Court, of the courts of common pleas, of the orphans’
courts, of the Municipal Court of Philadelphia and of the County
Court of Allegheny County.

Section 1. Be it enacted, &e., That section one of
an act, approved the fifth day of April, one thousand
nine hundred and seventeen (Pamphlet Laws, forty-
three), entitled “An act to authorize and require the
county commissioners of the several counties of this
Commonwealth to furnish a room for the judges learned
in the law of the courts of common pleas and orphans’
courts,” is hereby amended to read as follows:

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That from and after

~ the passage of this act, the county commissioners of the

several counties of this Commonwealth shall furnish
an office for each of the judges [learned in the law of
the courts of common pleas and orphans’ courts of the
said counties] of the Supreme Court, the judges of the
Superior Court, of the court of common pleas and or-
phans’ courts, the Municipal Court of Philadelphia and
the County Court of Allegheny County, in the court-
house at the county-seat of the county in which such
justices or judges, respectively, may be resident, and
wherein the business of the courts may be largely trans-
acted; and in case no such office is available in the
courthouse, they shall, at the proper cost of the re-
spective counties, furnish,an coffice in such building as
may be selected by the [said judge] respective justices
or judges and county colmmissioners.

Providing for the presentation of libels in divorce to the several
courts of common pleas and the awarding of subpoenas thereon.
