Every township supervisor, commissioner, 
and auditor attending such convention may vote in 
the election of officers. The mayor of any city, the 
burgess of any borough, or their duly appointed repre­
sentative, the county commissioners, and the judges 
of the court in the county, the township commissioner 
of the State Highway Department, the assistant engi. 
neers of the division of township highways, and the 
superintendent of State highways in charge of such 
county, shall be eligible to membership, [and to hold 
office] but shall not be entitled to vote, nor to hold 
office.
