tary, shall be members of the association, and shall
hold office for one year or until their successors are
chosen. If desirable, the secretary may be a person
not a regular member of the association, and may be
paid for his service such compensation, not exceeding
ten dollars per annum, as the other officers may de-
termine. Every township supervisor, commissioner,
and auditor attending such convention may vote in
the election of officers. The mayor of any city, the
burgess of any borough, or their duly appointed repre-
sentative, the county commissioners, and the judges
of the court in the county, the township commissioner
" of the State Highway Department; the assistant engi-
neers of the division of township highways, and the
superintendent of State highways in charge of such
county, shall be eligible to membership, [and to hold
office] but shall not be entitled to vote, nor to hold

office. .

AN ACT

To further amend section two of an act, entitled “An act to
provide for the incorporation and regulation of certain corpo-
rations,” approved the twenty-ninth day of April, one thousand
eight hundred and seventy-four (Pamphlet Laws, seventy-three),

as amended; by providing for the incorporation of associations -

of taxpayers for. the encouragement and promotion of good
government in any county, city, borough, or township.

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That section two of
the act, approved the twenty-ninth day of April, one

thousand eight hundred and seventy-four (Pamphlet (¢

Laws, seventy-three), entitled “An act to provide for
the ‘incorporation and regulation of certain corpora-
tions,” which was amended by an act, approved the
ninth day of March, one thousand nine hundred and
twenty-seven (Pamphlet Laws, twenty-one), entitled
“An act to amend the first portion of section two of
the aet, approved the twenty-ninth day of April, one
thousand eight hundred and seventy-four (Pamphlet
Laws, seventy-three), entitled ‘An act to provide for the
incorporation and regulation of certain corporations,’
as amended, providing for the incorporation of first
class corporations for the purpose of fostering the lay-
ing out and adopting and improvement of highway
routes and transcontinental highways, and limiting the
amount of real estate to be held by first class corpora-
tions,” is hereby further amended-to read as follows:
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Section 2. The purposes for which the said corpora-
tions may be formed shall be as follows, and shall be
divided into two classes: :

Corporations Not for Profit

The first class, those for—

I. The support of public worship.

II. The support of any benevolent, chautable, edu-
cational, or missionary undertaking.

11T, The support of any literary, medical, or scien-
tific undertaklng, library association, or the promotion
of music, painting, or other fine arts. .

IV. The encouragement of agmculture and horti-
culture.

V. The maintenance of public and private parks,
and of facilities for skating, boating, trotting, and
other innocent or athletic sports, including clubs for-
such purposes and for the preservation of ‘game and
fish.

VI. The maintenance of a club for social enjoy-
ments.

VII. The maintenance of a public or private ceme-
tery.

VIII. The erection of halls for public or private pur-
poses.

IX. The mamtenance of a society for beneficial or
protective purposes to its'members from funds collected
therein.

X. The support of fire engine, hook and ladder, hose
or other companies for the control of fire.

XI. TFor the encouragement and protection of trade
and commerce. )

XII. For the formation and maintenance of mili-
tary organizations.

XIII. For the maintenance of a society or organiza-
tion for the improvement of the streets and public
places in any city, borough, or township in this Com-
monwealth, or for the purpose of fostering the laying
out, adopting, and improvement of highway routes and
transcontinental highways.

XIV. For receiving and holding property, real and
personal, of and for unineorporated religious, beneficial,
charitable, educational, and missionary societies and
associations, and executing trusts thereof.

XV. For the formation and maintenance of associa-
tions of taxpayers for the encouragement and promo- .
tion of good government in any county, city, borough,
or township.

Each of the said corporations may hold real estate to
an amount the clear yearly value or income whereof
shall not exceed fifty thousand dollars.
