AN ACT 

To amend section one of an act, approved the seventeenth day 
of July, one thousand nine hundr~d and nineteen . (Pamphlet 
Laws, nine hundred and ninety-five), entitled "An act to pro­
vide for the appointment of assistant district attorneys in the 
several counties having over ninety tho11sand and less than seven 
hundred and fifty thousand inhabitants, and fixing their Sl\laries." 

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That section one of 
an act, approved the seventeenth day of July, one thou­
sand nine hundred and nineteen (Pamphlet Laws, nine 
hundred and ninety-five), entitled "An act to provide 
for the appointment of assistant district attorneys in 
the several counties having over ninety thousand and 
less than seven hundred and fifty thousand inhabitants, 
and fixing their salaries," is hereby amended to read 
as follows: 

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That in all counties 
of this Commonwealth having a popul~tion of more 
than ninety thousand and less than one hundred fifty 
thousand inhabitants, the district attorneys shall have 
authority to appoint (with the consent of the presi­
dent judge of the court of quarter sessions of the 
county,] two assistant district attorneys. [who] The 
first assistant district attorney shall receive a salary of 
two thoitsand five hundred dollars per anniim, and the 
second assistant district attorney shall receive [such 
compensation not to exceed] a salary of two thousand 
dollars per annum. [each, as shall be fixed by the presi­
dent judge of the court of quarter sessions of the 
county.] In all counties having a population of one 
hundred and fifty thousand and more [but less than 
two hundred thousand inhabitants, the district attor­
ney shall have authority to appoint a first assistant 
district attorney, at a salary of three thousand dollan: 
per annum, and a second district attorney, at a· salary 
of two thousand dollars per annum. In all countie:-; 
having a population of two hundred thousand and 
more] but less than [seven] three hundred and fifty 
thousand inhabitants, the district attorney shall have 
authority to appoint a first assistant district attor­
ney, at an annual salary of three thousand [six] five 
hundred dollars, [a second] and three assistant district 
[attorney] attorneys, at [an] annual [salary] salaries 
of three thousand dollars each. [a third assistant dis­
trict attorney, at an annual salary of twenty-five hun­
dred dollars, and, with the approval of the presideut 
judge of the court of quarter sessions, may appoint 
a fourth assistant district attorney, at an annual sal­
ary not to exceed two thousand dollars.] For all cown. 
ties having a population of three hundried and fifty 
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thousand and more, but less than seven hundred atnd 
fifty thousand inhabitants, 1the district attorney shall 
have m.ithority to cippoint a first assistant d,istrint at­
torney, at a:n annual salwry of fowr tlwu8M1,d dollars, 
atnd thiree assis'tant district attorneys, at annual sal­
aries of three thousand five hutndred dollars each.

JOHN S. FISHER 

To· amend section six hundred and sixty of an act, approved the 
fourteenth day of July, one thousand nine hundred and seventeen 
(Pamphlet Laws, eight hundred forty), entitled "An act con­

cerning townships ; and revising, amending, and consolidating the 
law relating thereto," permitting township authorities under cer­
tain circumstances to close roads, and providing penalties. 

Section 1,. Be it enacted, &c., That section six hun-
dred and sixty of an act, approved the fourteenth day 
of July, one thousand nine hundred and seventeen 
(Pamphlet Laws, eight hundred forty), entitled "An 
act concerning townships; and revising, amending, and 
consolidating~ the law· relating thereto," is hereby 
amended to read as follows: 

(b) Opening and Repairing Roads, Et Cetera 
Section 660. Public roads or highways laid out by 

lawful authority in townships of the first and second 
class shall, as soon as may be pr§lcticable, be effectually 
opened and constantly kept in repair. All public road~ 
or highways shall at all seasons be kept clear of all im­
pediments to easy and convenient traveling, at the ex­
pense of the township. 

'l'he commissioners or supervisors of any township 
may temporarily close any township road, when in their 
opinion excessive or unusal conditions have rendered 
such road unfit or unsafe for travel, and immedi.ate 
repair, becwuse of the time of year or other conditions, 
is impracticable. 'l'he road or portion of road so closed 
shall be properly marked at its extremitie.~ and a means 
of passage for the custornary ii,sers of such road shall 
whenever possible be provided. 

Anyone using such road or portion thereof after the 
sarne has been properly closed ancl marlced, without a 
perniit from the comrrvissioners or supervisors, shall be 
subject to a penalty of one h_undred dollars, to be re­
cov'ered as penalties of like amount are by law recover­
able; and penalties so recovered shall be payable to the 
treasurer of the township wherein the offense was com­
mitted, to be expended in the repair of the roads of 
the township. ·
