Section 21. If any person shall neglect or refuse to make
payment of the amount due by him for such tax within
thirty days from the time of demand so made, it shall be
the duty of the collector aforesaid to levy such amount by
distress and sale of the goods and chattels of such delin-
quent, giving ten days public notice of such sale, by written
or printed advertisements; and in case goods and chattels
sufficient to satisfy the same with the costs cannot be
found such collector shall be authorized to take the body
of such delinquent, and convey him to the jail of the
proper county, there to remain until the amount of such
tax, together with the costs, shall be paid or secured to
be paid, or until he shall be otherwise discharged by due
course of law, No failure to demand or to collect any taxes
by distress and sale of goods and chaltels, or by tmprison-
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ment of the delinquent, shall invalidate any return made or
lien filed for nonpayment of tazes or any tax sale had for the
collection of such taxes on such return or lien.
