Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That after October 
first, one thousand nine hundred and twenty-seven, 
no licenses to marry shall issue, if either applicant 
therefor be under the age of sixteen years: Provided, 
'l'hat a judge of the orphans' court shall have discretion 
to authorize a license to be issued by the clerk of the 
orphans' court in special cases where one or both per­
sons are runder the age of sixteen years.

To amend section twelve of an act approved the thirtieth day of 
June, one thousand nine hundred and nineteen (Pamphlet Laws, 
six hundred and seventy-eight), entitled "An act relating to and 
regulating the use and operation of motor vehicles and vehicles 

· propelled by, or trailing after, motor vehicles; requiring the 
registration of the same, and the licensing of all operators 
thereof; providing the fees therefor, and the disposition of such 
fees; prohibiting the unauthorized use of, and tampering with, 
motor vehicles; limiting and defining the powers of cities, bor­
oughs, incorporated towns, townships, and counties as to the 
regulation of the use and equipment of motor vehicles, and the 
taxing, registration, or licensing thereof; imposing certain duties 
on the State Highway Commissioner, and on proprietors of pub­
lic garages; providing iprocedure and penalties for violations 
thereof; and the disposition of fines collected, and regulating the 
service of process and proceedings in actions for damages arising 
from the use of any motor vehicle," as amended, appropriating 
moneys in the motor license fund for the maintenance and repair 
of interstate bridges over the Delaware River. 

Section l. Be it enacted, &c., That section twelve 
of an act approved the thirtieth day of June, one 
thousand nine lrnn<lred and nineteen (Pamphlet Laws, 
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six hundred and seventy-eight), entitled "An act re­
lating to and regulating the use and operation of 
motor vehicles and vehicles propelled by, or trailing 
after, motor vehicles; requiring the registration of 
the same, and the licensing of all operators thereof; 
providing the fees therefor, and the disposition of 
such fees; prohibiting the unauthorized use of, and 
tampering with, motor vehicles; limiting and defining 

, the powers of cities, boroughs, incorporated towns, 
townships, and counties as to the regulation of the 
use and equipment of motor vehicles, and the taxing, 
registration, or licensing thereof; imposing certain 
duties on the State Highway Commissioner, and on

vehicles and vehicles propelled by, or trailing after, 
motor vehicles; requiring the registration of the same, 
and the licensing of all operators thereof; providing 
the fees therefor, and the disposition of such fees; 
prohibiting the unauthorized use of, and tampering 
with, motor vehicles; limiting and defining the powers 
of cities, boroughs, incorporated towns, townships,

Section 12. l\Ioneys derived under the prpvisions of 
this act from registration and license fees and from 
fines and penalties collecfod under the pro~sions ~f 
this act for violations of the same and forfeited bail 
and other miscellaneous receipts shall be paid by the 
Department of Highways into the State Treasury, 
there to be kept separate and from all other moneys 
in the State Treasm'Y, and to be known as the "Motor 
License Fund." Except to the extent that the moneys 
in the said Motor License Fund shall be necessai'Y for

· the payment 1by the Board of Finance and Revenue of 
interest and sinking fund charges on bonds of this 
Commonwealth issued for the purpose of improving 
and rebuilding highways and for the payment of the 
compensation of the State's fiscal agent for services 
in registering, transferring, and paying the interest 
on sµch bonds, the moneys which may be from time to 
time in the said Motor License Fund from whatever 
source derived, are hereby specifically appropriated to 
the Department of Highways to carry out and enforce 
the provisions of the act to which this is an amend­
ment and all amendments and supplements thereto, in­
cluding the penal provisions thereof, for the purpose 
of assisting in the maintenance, construction, replace­
ment, reconstruction, improvement, and repairs of 
State highways and of State-aid highways; for the 
maintenance [of interstate bridges over the Delaware 
River between this Commonwealth and the State of 
New Jersey at Milford, Easton, Riegelsville, Point 
Pleasant, New Hope, Washington Crossing, Yardley,. 
and Morrisville] and, repair of an interstate oridges 
over the Delaware River between this OommonweaZth 
and, the State of New Jersey now o,wnea or to oe 
aoquire<L or oonstruoteiL from M orris'ViZle, Bucks 
Cownty, to MiZforiL, Pike County, and of interstate 
bridges between this Commonwealth and the State of 
New York at Hancock, Shohola, and Matamoras; for 
the payment of the salaries, wages, or other compensa­
tion of such deputies, directors, superintendents, bu­
reau or division chiefs, assistant chiefs, experts, scien­
tists, engineers, surveyors, draftsmen, accountants, 
secretaries, auditors, inspectors, examiners, statis­
ticians, clerks, stenographers, ibookkeepers, messengers, 
laborers and other assistants and employes as may 
be required for the proper conduct of the work of the 
Department of Highways; for the payment of the 
traveling and other expenses of the Secretary of High­
ways and the other officers and employes 9f the de­
partment; for the purchase, through the Department 
of Property and Supplies as purchasing agency, of 
furniture, furnishings, stationery, supplies, materials, 
equipment, fuel, motor vehicles, and printing and bind­
ing necessary for the conduct of the work of the de­
partment; Ior the payment of rentals for branch 
offices or any other grounds, buildings,· or quarters 
necessary for the work of the department; for the 
erection and repairs of buildings; for the payment of 
postage, telegrams, telephone rentals, and toll charges; 
and rentals for 01• royalties upon leased office or other 
devices or machines; for the payment of medical at­
tendance and hospital charges for employes of the 
department injwred in line of duty; and for any and 
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all other expenses of every kind and description neces­
sary to effectually carry on the work of the Depart­
ment of Highways as described in the act of Assembly 
approved the thirty-first day of May, one thousand 
nine hundred and eleven, known as the State Highway 
Act, and . the amendments and supplements thereto, 
and to carry out and enforce the proivisions of the act 
of which this is an amendment, and all amendments 
and supplements thereto, including the penal pro­
visions thereof, and for that purpose the commissioner 
is hereby authorized to appoint such employes as in his 
discretion are necessary; said money to be paid from 
the State Treasury upon requisition of the Secretary 
of Highways and after audit and approval by the 
Auditor General and State Treasurer in the usual 
manner: Provided, however, That it shall not be 
necessary for the Department of Highways to purchase 
through the Department of Property and Supplies as 
purcha.sing agency, materials, supplies, and equipment 
necessary for the construction and repair of highways, 
but all other materials, supplies, and equipment shall 
be purchased through the Department of Property and 
Supplies, M heretofore provided: Provided, That in 
case any moneys are or have been paid to the State 
Treasurer ae provided for in thie sectfon, and to which 
it appears the department is not rightfully entitled, 
the person or persone who have paid the same may 
present a claim to the department for a refund. The 
said claim, and all evidence presented therewith, shall 
be presented to the Auditor General, State Treasurer, 
and Attorney General, who shall con.sider the same, 
and if, in their opinion, the department has no valid 
claim to such moneys, and the same properly belong 
to the claimant or claimants and ought in equity and 
good faith to be refunded to him or them, they ·shall 
so certify, under their hands and official seals, speci­
fying the amount or amounts to be refunded and the 
person or persons to whom the same, are to be paid 
respectively. The said certificates shall be filed in 
the office of the Auditor General, who shall thereupon 
draw his warrant upon the State Treasurer, payable 
to said claimant or claimants for the amount found to 
be due him or them, the said claim to be paid out of 
the moneys derived under the provisions of this act 
from registration and license fees and from fines and 
forfeited bail and other miscellaneorns receipts.

AN ACT 

To amend section one of the act approved the eleventh day of May, 
one thousand nine lmndred and twenty-five (Pamphlet <Laws, five 
hundred fifty-nine), entitled "An act fixing the salary of sheriffs 
in counties of the sixth class; providing for the payment for 
the care ,and maintenance of prisoners where the sheriff is the 
keeper or warden of the jail ; requiring all fees and mileage 
earned by sheriffs in. such counties to be paid into the county 
treasury for the use of the county ; providing for the appoint­
ment and compensation of deputies and clerks; and prescribing 
penalties," requiring said counties to pay the premiums on 
sheriffs' bonds. 

Section 1. 'l'hat section one of the act approved the 
eleventh day of l\fay, one thousand nine hundred and 
twenty-five (Pamphlet r~aws, five hundred fifty-nine), 
entitled "An act fixing the salary of sheriffs in coun­
ties of the sixth class; providing for the payment for 
the care and maintenance of prisoners where the 
sheriff is the keeper or warden of the jail; requiring 
all fees and mileage earned by sheriffs in such counties 
to be paid into the county treasury for the use of the 
county; providing for the appointment and compensa­
tion of deputies and clerks; and prescribing penal­
ties,'' is hereby amended to read as follows: 

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That the sheriff in 
each county of the sixth class shall receive an annual 
salary of four thousand dollars. Such salary, in addi­
tion to any expenses which may be incurred by such 
sheriff in the performance of his duties, shall be paid 
by the county from moneys in the county treasury. 
The sheriff shall give bond in the manner and in the 
sum provid!ed by law,. and the premium on such bond 
shall be paid by the co1wty from the county treasury. 

The sheriff in said counties shall not be entitled to 
any additional fees or compensation for the care and 
maintenance of prisoners, but the actual expense for 
such care and maintenance of prisoners shall be paid 
by the county from the county treasury upon itemized 
bills rendered from time to time.
