amend section three, paragraph one of an act approved
the eighteenth day of July, one thousand nine hundred
and seventeen (Pamphlet Laws, ten handred and forty-
three), entitled ‘An act establishing a public school
employes’ retirement system, and creating a retirement
board for the administration thereof; establishing
certain funds from contributions by the Common-
wealth and contributing employes, defining the uses
and purposes thereof and the manner of payments
therefrom, and providing for the guaranty by the Com-
monwealth of certain of said funds; imposing powers
and duties upon boards having the employment of
public school employes; exempting annuities, allow-
ances, returns, benefits, and rights from taxation and
judicial process; and providing penalties,’ by extend-
ing the time for a ‘present employe, as defined in the
act, to elect to be covered by the retirement system,
and including among ‘present employes’ those employed
in certain educational institutions,” is hereby further
amended .to read as follows:

1. Al present employes,—including employes in the
Pennsylvania Institution for the Instruction of the
Blind, Overbrook, Philadelphia, Pennsylvania; the
Western Pennsylvania Institution for the Blind, Pitts-
burgh, Pennsylvania; the Pennsylvania Institution for
the Deaf and Dumb, Mount Airy, Philadelphia, Penngyl-
vania; and the Western Pennsylvania Institution for
the Instruction of the Deat and Dumb, Wilkinsburg,
Penngylvania,—except those specifically excluded by
paragraph three of this section, who, by written appli-
cation to the Superintendent of Public Instruction,
shall elect, before the first day of July, nineteen hun-
dred and [twenty-four] twenty-eight, to be covered by
the retirement system: Provided, That such employe
shall, at the time of making such application, pay into
the employes’ annuity savings fund, as provided for in
paragraph number six of section eight of this act, an
amount equal to what would have been at that date
the accumulated deductiong from the salary of such
employe had the election to be covered by the re-
tirement system been made prior tq the first day of
July, nineteen hundred and nineteen.
