
SESSION OF 1927. 

Prior to any appropriation, the corporation shall 
attempt to agree with the owner a,s to the damage 
properly payable for an easement in his or her prop­
erty; if such owner can be found and is sui juris; 
failing to agree, the corporation shall tender to the 
propeirty owner a 1bond 'with sufficient sureties to 
secure him or her in the payment of damages; if the 
owner refuse to accept said bond or cannot be found 
or is not sui juris, the same shall then be presented 
to the court of common pleas of the proper county, 
after reasonable noticie1 to the property owner by 
advertisement or otherwise, to be approved by it. 
Upon the approval of the bond and :lts being filed the 
right of the corporation to enter upon the enjoyment 
of its easement shall be complete. Upon petition of 
either the property owner or the cQrporation, there­
after, the court of common pleas shall appoint three 
disinterested freeholders of the county to serve as 
viewers to assess the damages proper to be paid to 
the property owner, for the easement appropriated by 
the company, and shall fix a time fur their meeting, 
of which notice shall be given to both parties; and as 
compensation for their services eacl of said viewers 
shall receive two dollars and fifty cents for each d~y 
in which he may actually have been: engaged in such 
duty, and mileage at the rate of ten eents for each cir­
cular mile traveled by him in going from his residence 
to and from such view. 

Either party may appeal from the report of the 
viewers within twenty clays after the filing thereof to 
the court of common pleas and ha\'e a jury trial as 
in ordinary cases, and writ of error to the Supreme 
Court.

LAWS OF PENNSYLVANIA,
