AN ACT

Making an_appropriation to the Department of Highways, out of the Motor
License Fund, for the purpose of carrying out the provisions of the act
approved the fourteenth day of June, one thousand nine hundred and
twenty-three (Pamphlet Laws, seven hundred and sixty-one), entitled “An
act providing for the rebuilding by the Commonwealth through the Depart-
ment of Highways of certain county bridges, the procedure therefor, the
payment of a portion of the cost thereof in centain cases by counties, cities,
and rail’l;oads, and the maintenance thereof, when completed, by the
counties.

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That the sum of one hundred and
fifty thousand dollars ($150,000), or so much thereof as may be
necessary, is hereby specifically appropriated out of the Motor
License Fund, to the Department of Highways, for expenditure by
said department until the first day of June, one thousand nine
hundred and twenty-nine, for the purpose of rebuilding county
bridges located on State highway routes, which have been carried
away or destroyed by flood or windstorm, and to carry into effect
the provisions of the act approved the fourteenth day of June, one
thousand nine hundred and twenty-three (Pamphlet Laws, seven
hundred and sixty-one), entitled “An act providing for the re-
building by the Commonwealth, through the Department of High-
ways, of certain county bridges, the procedure therefor, the pay-
ment of a portion of the cost thereof in certain cases by counties,
cities, and railroads, and the maintenance thereof, when com-
pleted, by the counties.”

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That the sum of twelve thousand
one hundred and eighty-three dollars ($12,183), or so :r_nuch there-
of as may be necessary, is hereby specifically appropriated to the
Board of Trustees of the Pennsylvania Soldiers’ and sallor§’ Home
located at Erie, Erie County, Pennsylvania, for a deficiency in main-

tenance for the period ended May thirty-first, one thousand nine
hundred and twenty-five.

AN ACT

Making an appropriation to carry into effect the provisions of an aect, ap-
proved the twenty-fifth day of July, one thousand nine hundred and seven-
teen (Pamphlet Laws, one thousand one hundred ninety-five), entitled “An
act for the encouragement of agriculture and the holding of agricultural
exhibitions; providing State aid for certain agrieultural aggociations; and
regulating the payment thereof,” for the two fiscal years beginning June
first, one thousand mine hundred twenty-five,

Whereas, The Legislature, in the year one thousand nine hun-
dred twenty-five, passed a bill appropriating one hundred twenty-
five thousand ($125,000) dollars, for the purpose of aiding agri-
cultural associations which gave exhibitions during the years of
one thousand nine hundred twenty-five and one thousand nine
hundred twenty-six; and

Whereas, The Commonwealth is pledged to give such aid to
agricultural associations, as is evidenced by the provisions of the
act of the twenty-fifth day of July, one thousand nine hundred
seventeen (Pamphlet Laws, one thousand one hundred ninety-
five) ; and

Whereas, The Governor of the Commonwealth, on the twelfth
day of l_VIa_y, one thousand nine hundred twenty-five, vetoed said
appropriation bill passed by the Legislature, as is evidenced by veto
?umber sixty-eight, one thousand nine hundred twenty-five ; there-
ore,

Section 1. Be it enacted, &e., That the sum of one hundred
twenty-three thousand five hundred ninetiy dollars and forty-seven
cents ($128,590.47), or so much thereof as may be necessary, is
hereby specifically appropriated, for the two fiscal years beginning
June first, one thousand nine hundred and twenty-five, to carry
out the provisions of the act, approved the twenty-fifth day of
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July, one thousand nine hundred and seventeen (Pamphlet Laws,
one thousand one hundred ninety-five), entitled “An act for the
encouragement of agriculture and the holding of agricultural ex-
hibitions; providing State aid for certain agricultural associa-
tions; and regulating the payment thereof,” which provides for
aid by the Commonwealth to incorporated agricultural associa-
tions holding agricultural exhibitions of farm products, and for
which aid no appropriation, due to the veto of the Governor, was
made available by the General Assembly of one thousand nine
hundred and twenty-five. The appropriation hereby made shall
be available for payment to those incorporated agricultural asso-
ciations which held exhibitions during the years one thousand nine
hundred and twenty-five and one thousand nine hundred and
twenty-six, and shall be applied to premiums for exhibits for said
years, in order to carry out the intent of said act of July twenty-
fifth, one thousand nine hundred and seventeen.

Section 2. No payment shall be made under this act, except for
exhibits of live stock, live stock products, horticultural products,
cereals, bees and bee products, basketry, laces, embroideries and
other handiwork and fancy work. The Secretary of Agriculture
shall supervise all claims for payments from said appropriation.

All associations requesting State aid shall report all expendi-
tures for agricultural exhibits for the years one thousand nine
hundred and twenty-five and one thousand nine hundred and
twenty-six, ag specified in the preceding paragraph, to the Secre-
tary of Agriculture, on blank forms furnished by him. Such re-
ports shall be attested and acknowledged by affidavit by the
president and secretary of each association, and shall be filed with
the Secretary of Agriculture, on or before July first, one thousand
nine hundred and twenty-seven. Reports approved by the Secre-
tary of Agriculture shall be transmitted to the Auditor General
for payment as required by law.

Making a deficiency appropriation to the Board of Trustees of Blossburg
State Hospital, located at Blossburg, Tioga County, Pennsylvania.

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That the sum of thirty thousand
dollars ($30,000), or so much thereof as may be necessary, is
hereby specifically appropriated to the Board of Trustees of the
Blosgburg State Hospital, located at Blossburg, Tioga County,
Pennsylvania, for deficiency in maintenance and the furnishing
and equipment of addition to nurses’ home for the two fiscal years
ending May thirty-first, one thousand nine hundred and twenty-
seven.

AN ACT

Making an appropriation to pay for fhe deficiency in the care, treatment,
remfval, ar?d maintenance of the indigent insane, for the two years end-
ing May thirty-first, one thousand nine hundred and twenty-five.

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That the sum of sixty-eight thou-
sand two hundred and eighty-eight dollars and eighty-three gents
($68,288.83) be and the same is hereby specifically appropriated
to pay for the deficiency in the care, treatment, remoyal, and
maintenance of the indigent insane, for the two years ending May
thirty-first, one thousand nine hundred and twenty-five.

The said appropriation shall be paid on the warrant of the Au-
ditor General, on the basis of settlement by that officer and the
State Treasurer, but no warrant shall be drawn or settlement made
until the directors or managers of the several hospitals and asy-
lums for the insane shall have made, on oath or affirmation, to the
Auditor General, a quarterly report, setting forth the actual num-
ber of indigent persons received and maintained in said hospitals
and asylums for the insane respectively, during the quarter for
which the report is made, with the dates of their admission and
discharge or death respectively, and the actual time during which
each of said indigent insane persons was treated, maintained, and
cared for during said quarter: Provided also, That no payment
shall be made on account of the care and treatment of the insane,
until the Secretary of Welfare shall have certified to the Auditor
General that the quarterly report of the cost of such care and
treatment contains no charge except for “care, treatment, removal,
and maintenance,” which words, as used in this act, shall be con-
strued to mean medical and surgical treatment and nursing, food

and clothing, and absolutely necessary repairs to existing build-
ings of such hospitals and asylums.

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That the sum of fort thousand
dollars, ($40,000), or so much thereof as may be ne}éessary, is

hereby specifically appropriated as a deficienc igsi

y to the commission
of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania created under the pro-
visions of the act, approved the twenty-sixth day of February,
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one thousand nine hundred and twenty-five, entitled “An act to
amend section two of the act, approved the eighth day of May,
one thousand nine hundred and nineteen (Pamphlet Laws, one
hundred and forty-eight), entitled ‘An act providing for the joint
acquisition and maintenance by the Commonwealth of Pennsyl-
vania and the State of New Jersey of certain toll bridges over the
Delaware River’ ”’; to act in conjunction with a similar commission
of the State of New Jersey as a joint commission for the acquisi-
tion of various toll bridges over the Delaware River between the
Commonwealth of Pennsylvania and the State of New Jersey, for
the purpose of jointly, with the State of New Jersey, acquiring
the site and structure of the toll bridge over the Delaware River
between Center Bridge, in the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania; and
Stockton, in the State of New Jersey, in accordance with the pro-.
visions of the act, approved the twelfth day of May, one thousand
nine hundred and twenty-five (Pamphlet Laws, six hundred twen-
ty-seven), entitled “An act making an appropriation to the com-
mission for the acquisition of the various toll bridges over the
Delaware River between the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania and
the State of New Jersey, for the acquisition of a certain bridge
site, and the rebuilding of a bridge thereon.”

Making a deficiency appropriation to the Washington Crossing Park Com-
mission for the purpose of making improvements in accordance with the
provisions of the act of July twenty-fifth, one thousand nine hundred and
seventeen (Pamphlet) Laws, one thousand two hundred and nine), entitled
“An act to authorize the acquisition, by purchase or condemnation, of land
for a park and the erection of a monument commemeorative of Washington
crossing the River Delaware; and for the appointment of a commission to
acquire said lands, and erect such monument, and making an appropriation
for the purpose of this act.”

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That the sum of ten thousand
dollars ($10,000), or so much thereof as may be necessary, is
hereby specifically appropriated to the Washington Crossing Park
Commission constituted and appointed under the provisions of the
act of the twenty-fifth day of July, one thousand nine hundred and
seventeen (Pamphlet Laws, one thousand two hundred and nine),
entitled “An act to authorize the acquisition, by purchase or con-
demnation, of lands for a park and erection of a monument com-
memorative of Washington crossing the River Delaware, and for
the appointment of a commission to acquire said lands and erect
such monument, and making an appropriation for the purpose of
this act,” for the purpose of a deficiency in the payment for main-
tenance, labor, materials, tools, flags, monuments, markers, equip-
ment, and supplies, the expenses of the members of the commis-
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son and its employes, the payment ogﬁ s_alaries and expenses In-
?:ilorlied in surve%ing, engineering, printing, photogr'aphmg, dis-
tributing, or in otherwise making avaﬂ_able for public use maps,
documents, records, historical 1n£ogm?,t10n, and reports 1ssued'by
or in the possession of the commuission, and for making of im-
provements to said park and the buildings erected thereon.

AN ACT

Making a deficiency appropriation to the Department of Agriculture for
paying indemnities for animals inflicted with dangerous, contagious, or
infectious diseases; for the administration and enforcement of the laws
relating to domestic animals; and for salaries, wages, supplies, and other
departmental expenditures.

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That the sum of three hundred
and fifty-five thousand dollars ($355,000), or so much thereof as
may be necessary, is hereby specifically appropriated out of the
dog fund, to the Department of Agriculture, for the payment of
deficiencies for the two fiscal years ending June first, one thousand
nine hundred and twenty-seven, for the following purposes, viz:

For the payment of deficiencies for indemnities for animals
appraised and destroyed to prevent the spread of dangerous, con-
tagious, or infectious diseases, as provided by law, for the two
fiscal years ending June first, one thousand nine hundred and
twenty-seven, the sum of three hundred and forty thousand dol-
lars ($840,000), or so much thereof as may be necessary.

For deficiencies for the administration and enforcement of the
following acts of Assembly and their several amendments, for
the two fiscal years ending June first, one thousand nine hundred
and twenty-seven, excepting the payment of indemnities for ani-
mals afflicted with dangerous, contagious, or infectious diseases:
The act, approved the twenty-first day of May, one thousand
_ eight hundred and ninety-five (Pamphlet Laws, ninety-one), en-

titled “An act to establish the State Livestock Sanitary Board of
Pennsylvania, and to provide for the control and suppression of
dangerous, contagious, or infectious diseases of domestic animals”;
the act, approved the thirtieth day of March, one thousand nine
hundred and five (Pamphlet Laws, seventy-eight), entitled “An
act to further define the duties and powers of the State Livestock
Sar_utary.Board to prevent the spread of dangerous, contagious,
or infectious diseases among domestic animals; to require reports
to be made of the existence of such diseases; to limit appraise-
ments and payments for animals that it may be necessary to de-
stroy to prevent the spread of disease; to protect milk supplies
from contamination; to authorize cooperation with local boards
of health; and to prescribe penalties for the violation of the pro-
visions hereof”; the act, approved the twenty-second day of July,
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one thousand nine hundred and thirteen (Pamphlet Laws, nine
hundred and twenty-eight), entitled “An act relating to domestic
animals; defining domestic animals so as to include poultry; pro-
viding methods of improving the quality thereof, and of prevent-
ing, controlling, and eradicating diseases thereof; imposing cer-
tain duties upon practitioners of veterinary medicine in Pennsyl-
vania; regulating the manufacture, use, and sale of tuberculin,
mallein, and other biological products for use with domestic ani-
mals; defining the powers and duties of the State Livestock Sani-
tary Board and the officers and employes thereof; fixing the com-
pensation of the Deputy State Veterinarian; and providing penal-
ties for the violation of this act,” and for the payment of salaries,
wages, fees, expenses; and for the purchase, through the Depart-
ment of Property and Supplies as purchasing agency, of furniture,
equipment, materials, supplies, motor vehicles, and any other
articles which may be necessary; for the payment of telegrams,
postage, telephone rentals, telephone toll, charges, rents, printing,
binding, and any other expenses of any kind or description which
may be necessary, and for conducting research and scientific in-
vestigational work with relation to the causes, nature, treatment,
and prevention of diseases of animals and pouliry; for the pur-
pose of discovering the most efficient, economic, and practical
means of preventing and suppressing such diseases; for the pur-
chase, maintenance, and care of animals and poultry required in
connection with the scientific study of their diseases, the sum of
fifteen thousand dollars ($15,000), or so much thereof as may be
necessary.

AN ACT

Making an appropriation to carry into effect the provisions of an act, ap-
proved the tenth day of July, one thousand nine hundred and nineteen
(Pamphlet Laws, eight hundred and ninety-three), entitled “An act
providing for assistance to certain mothers; providing for the appointment
of boards of trustees for the several counties of the Commonwealth, and
for the appointment of a State supervisor and assistants, and fixing the
salaries of such State supervisor and assistants; defining the powers and
duties of boards of trustees, including the power of appointing assistants
and investigators, and the distribution of funds at their disposal; pro-
viding for the apportionment of the State appropriation among the sev-
eral counties, and requiring counties coming under the provisions of the
act to appropriate certain moneys; and providing penalties, as amended.

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That the sum of two million seven
hundred and fifty thousand dollars ($2,750,000) is hereby specifi-
cally appropriated for the two fiscal years beginning June first,
one thousand nine hundred and twenty-seven, for the purpose of
carrying into effect the provisions of the act, approved the tenth
day of July, one thousand nine hundred and nineteen (Pamphlet
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Laws, eight hundred and ninety-three), en‘git}ed “An act proyld-
ing for assistance to certain mothers; providing for the appoint-
ment of boards of trustees for the several counties of the Com-
monwealth, and for the appointment of a State supervisor and
assistants, and fixing the salaries of sueh State supervisor and
assistants; defining the powers and duties of boards of tl:ustees,
including the power of appointing assistants and investigators,
and the distribution of funds at their disposal; providing for the
apportionment of the State appropriation among the several coun-
ties, and requiring counties coming under the provisions of the
act to appropriate certain moneys; and providing penalties,” as
amended by the act, approved the twenty-seventh day of May,
one thousand nine hundred and twenty-one (Pamphlet Laws, one
thousand one hundred and seventy-five), and by the act, approved
the twenty-second day of May, one thousand nine hundred and
twenty-three (Pamphlet Laws, three hundred and seven).

Section 2. Upon the approval of this act the State Treasurer,
after deducting from the entire amount appropriated the sums
hereinafter designated for salaries and expenses, shall divide the
balance into two equal parts.

The one part, referred to as the second part, shall be held intact
for distribution on and after the first day of June, one thousand

n@gedhundred and twenty-eight, in the manner hereinafter pro-
vided.

The other part shall, upon the approval of this act, be distrib-
uted and apportioned to the several counties of the State accord-
ing to the following classification:

First class counties, with a population of more than one million
five hundred thousand inhabitants, twenty-four per centum;

Second class counties, with a population of more than one mil-
lion and not more than one million five hundred thousand in-
habitants, sixteen per centum;

Third class counties, with a population of more than two hun-
dred thousand and not more than one million inhabitants, equal
parts of nineteen per centum;

Fourth class counties, with a population of more than one hun-
dred thousand and not more than two hundred thousand inhabit-
antg, equal parts of twenty-six per centum;

Fifth class counties, with a population of more than fifty thou-

sand and not more than one hundred thousand inhabitants, equal
parts of nine per centum.

Sixth class counties, with a population of twenty-five thousand
and not more than fifty thousand inhabitants, equal parts of four
and one-fourth per centum;

Seventh class counties, with a population of twenty-five thou-
(s}zg? ;Iriha«bltants or less, equal parts of one and three-fourths per

um.

Section 8. On the first day of June, one thousand nine hundred
and twenty-eight, the State Treasurer shall set aside, out of the
second part, to each county then organized under the Mothers’
Ass1stance.System. a sum equal to that apportioned to it under
the preceding section, except as in section five of this act, pro-
vided the amount so set aside to any county, together with the
unexpended balance of the amount apportioned to the county dur-

B
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ing the first year, shall constitute the State’s assistance during
the second year to such county.

Section 4. No county shall receive any sum from the State
under sections two and three of this act unless such county shall
appropriate a like sum for the same purpose.

‘Section 5. The money set aside on the approval of this act to
counties that were not at that time organized under the Mothers’
Assistance System and which did not come into the system during
the year ending May thirty-first, one thousand nine hundred and
twenty-eight, together with the balance of the second part re-
maining after the proper amounts have been set aside as provided
i_n sgction three, shall constitute a fund to be known as the surplus-

und.

A county organized under the Mothers’ Assistance System prior
to or during the year ending May thirty-first, one thousand nine
hundred and twenty-eight, may receive during the second year
out of the surplus fund a sum additional to that apportioned and
set aside to it under sections two and three.

Section 6. No county shall receive its allotment of the State
appropriation available for any year under the classification ap-
pointed by this act unless such county has accepted the provisions
of the act of July tenth, one thousand nine hundred and nineteen
(Pamphlet Laws, eight hundred and ninety-three), as amended,
and has placed at the disposal of the board of trustees a sum equal
to the amount available from the State appropriation for such
vear. But a county may participate in the surplus fund if, in
addition to the appropriations and provisions hereinbefore re-
quired, it shall appropriate a sum equal to the amount which it
desires from the surplus fund.

No county shall be permitted to participate in surplus fund to
an amount in excess of twenty-five per centum of the aggregate
sum apportioned and set aside by the State Treasurer to that
county for the entire two-year period.

Section 7. Out of the amount hereinbefore appropriated the
sum of forty thousand dollars ($40,000), or so much thereof as
may be necessary, shall be set apart and applied for the payment
of the salaries of the State Supervisor of the Mothers’ Assistance
Fund and of such assistants, clerks, and other employes as may
be required for the proper conduct of the work of the supervisor,
for the traveling, hotel, and other expenses of the supervisor and
her assistants, for the cost of making special investigations, and
for incidental contingent and other expenses of every kind and
description necessary for the proper administration of the Moth-
ers’ Assistance System.

twenty-five,” as approved the fourteenth day of May, Anno Domini one
thousand nine hundred and twenty-five (Appropriation Acts, one hundred
and ninety), providing for deficiencies in certain appropriations made to the
executive and judicial departments by the act to which this is a supple-
ment, and for other minor expenses incurred or to be incurred to May
thirty-first, one thousand nine hundred and twenty-seven, by certain of
the executive and judicial departments not provided for by said act.

Section 1. Be it enacted, &ec., That the following sums, or so
much thereof as may be necessary for deficiencies in certain ap-
propriations made to the executive and judicial departments by
the act to which this is a supplement, and for other minor ex-
penses incurred or to be incurred to May thirty-first, one thousand
nine hundred and twenty-seven, by certain of the executive and
judicial departments not provided for by said act, be and the
same are hereby specifically appropriated to the several objects
hereinafter named; to be made in the manner prescribed by law,
and to be paid out of any moneys in the treasury not otherwise
appropriated: Provided, That all sums hereby appropriated shall
be paid on the warrant of the Auditor General drawn upon the
State Treasurer, unless otherwise prescribed by law.

Section 2. For the payment of the deficiencies in certain appro-
priations made to and for other minor expenses incurred or to
be incurred to May thirty-first, one thousand nine hundred and
twenty-seven, by the following named executive departments of
the State Government, the following sums, or so much thereof as
may be necessary, to be paid in the manner prescribed by law:

EXECUTIVE DEPARTMENT
Office of the Governor and the Executive Board

For the payment of the deficiency in the salaries, wages or
cther compensation of the Secretary to the Governor, the Budget
Secretary, and of such consultants, experts, accountants, investi-
gators, inspectors, clerks, stenographers, messengers, and other
employes as may be required for the proper conduet of the work
of the Governor’s office and of the Executive Board, and the pay-
ment of the contingent traveling and incidental expenses, includ-
ing telegrams and telephone toll charges, of the Governor, his
Secretax:y, and other employes and of the Executive Board, ex-
penses incurred in the conduct of the Executive Mansion, the
entertainment of official guests, the maintenance of an automobile,
and the expenses, not exceeding five hundred dollars ($500), inci-
dent to participation in the procedure of the Governors’ conference,
the sum of six thousand eight hundred and ten dollars ($6,810).

For the payment of the salaries, wages, or other compensation
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of experts, accountants, clerks, stenographers, and other assistants
and employes engaged by the Governor prior to his inauguration,
for the preparation of the budget presented to the General Assem-
bly at the present session, for the rental of offices used by said
force in the preparation of said budget, and for other expenses
incident to said work, the sum of seventeen thousand dollars
($17,000).
LIEUTENANT GOVERNOR’S OFFICE

For the payment of the deficiency in the salary of the Lieuten-
ant Governor at the salary rate that became effective on the
eighteenth day of January, one thousand nine hundred and twen-
ty-seven, the sum of one thousand one hundred eight dollars and
eighty-seven cents ($1,108.87).

DEPARTMENT OF THE AUDITOR GENERAL

For the payment of the deficiency for refunding inheritance taxes
