A JOINT RESOLUTION 

Proposing an amendment to article nine of the Constitution of 
the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania by adding thereto an ad­
ditional section. 

Section 1. Be it resolved by the Senate and House 
of Representatives of the Commonwealth of Pennsyl­
vania in -General Ass·embly met, That the foJ!owiug 
amendment to the Constitution of the Oommonwealrh 
of Pennsylvania be, and the same is hereby, proposed, 
in. accordance with 1-he eighteenth article thereof:-

That article nine of 1he Constitution of the Common­
wealth or Pennsylvania be amended by adding thereto 
the following new section: 

Section 17. In addition to the powers heretofore 
granted, the General Assembly may authorize cities 
and boroughs to assess the costs of highway improve­
ment, consisting '.)f paving, curbing, and the incidental 
grading and draining, or either or any of them, upon 
abutting property, in an cases where. no prior assess­
ment has been made for a similar jmprovement.
