of the interest and sinking fund charges thereon. The
method of determining such amount so to be deducted
shall be prescribed by the General Assembly.

In incurring indebtedness for any purpose the city of
Philadelphia may issue its obligations, maturing not
later than fifty (50) years from the date thereof, with
provision for a sinking-fund sufficient to retire said
obligations at maturity; the payment to such sink-
ing-fund to be in equal or graded, annual, or other
periodical installments. Where any indebtedness shall
be or shall have been incurred by said city of Phila-
delphia for the purpose of the construction or im-
provements of public works or utilities of any charac-
ter from which income or revenue is to be derived
by said city or for the reclamation of land to be used
in the construction of wharves or docks owned or to
be owned by said city, such obligations may be in an
amount sufficient to provide for and may include the
amount of the interest and sinking-fund charges ac-
eruing and which may accrue thereon throughout the
period of c¢rnstruction and until the expiration of one
year after the completion of the work for which said
indebtedness shall have been incurred, and said city
shall not be required to levy a tax to pay said interest
and sinking-fund charges, as required by section ten,
article nine of the Constitution of Pennsylvania, until
the expiration of said period of one year after the
completion of said work.

A JOINT RESOLUTION

Proposing an amendment to article eight, section seven of the
Constitution of the Commonwealth of Pepnsylvania.

Section 1. Be it resolved by the Senate and House
of Representatives of the Commonwealth of Pennsyl-
vania in Genperal Assembly met, That the following
amendment to the Constitution of the Commonwealth
of Pennsylvania be, and the same is hereby, proposed, in
accordance with the eighteenth article thereof:—

That section seven, of article eight, is hereby
amended to read as follows: '

Section 7. All laws regulating the holding of elec-
tions by the citizens, or for the registration of
electors, shall be uniform throughout the State, except
that laws regulating and requiring the registration of
electors may be enacted to apply to cities only, pro-
vided that such laws be uniform for cities of the same
class, and except, further, that the General Assembly
shall, by general law, permit the use of voting
machines, or other mechanical devices for registering
or recording and computing the vote, at all elections or
primaries, in any county, city, borough or township of
the Commonwealth, at the option of the electors of
such county, city, borough or township, without being
obliged to require the use of such voting machines or
mechanical devices in any other county, city, borough
or township, under such regulations with reference
thereto as the General Assembly may from time to
time prescribe. The General Assembly may from time
to time prescribe the number and duties of election
officers in any political subdivision of the Common-
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
