SESSION OF 1931,

‘Whereas, It is fitting that the recurring anniversary
of this day be eommemorated with suitable, patriotic
and public exercises in observing and commemorating
"the death of this American hero of the Revolutionary
‘War; therefore,

Section 1. Be it enacted, &e., That the Governor of
the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania shall annually issue
a proclamation calling upon officials of the Government
to display the flag of the United States on all govern-
mental buildings on Oectober eleventh of each year, and
invite the people of the Commonwealth to observe the
day, in the schools, churches and other suitable places,
with appropriate ceremonies in commemoration of the
death of General Casimir Pulaski.

AN ACT

To amend section five of the act, approved the seventh day
of May, one thousand nine hundred and twenty-three
(Pamphlet ILaws, one hundred fifty-eight), entitled “An
act creating a Legislative Reference Bureau; providing for
the election of a director by the General Assembly; desig-
nating the officers and employes of such bureau; defining
their duties; fixing their salaries; abolishing the present
Legislative Reference Bureau; and making an appropria-
tion,” as amended, by defining the powers of the director
Wilth.respect to the employes of the bureau, and their
salaries. :

Section 1. Be it enacted, &ec., That section five of
the act, approved the seventh day of May, one thou-
sand nine hundred and twenty-three (Pamphlet Laws,
one hundred fifty-eight), entitled ‘‘An act creating a
Legislative Reference Bureau; providing for the elec-
tion of a director by the General Assembly; designat-
ing the officers and employes of such bureau; defining
their duties; fixing their salaries; abolishing the present
Legislative Reference Bureau; and making an appro-
priation,’’ which was amended by the act, approved the
tenth day of May, one thousand nine hundred and
twenty-seven (Pamphlet Laws, eight hundred seventy-
six), entitled ‘‘An act to amend section five of the act,
approved the seventh day of May, one thousand nine
hundred and twenty-three (Pamphlet Laws, one hun-
dred fifty-eight), entitled ‘An act creating a Legis-
lative Reference Bureau; providing for the election of
a director by the General Assembly; designating the
officers and employes of such bureau; defining their
duties; fixing their salaries; abolishing the present
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Legislative Reference Bureau; and making an appro-
priation,” ’’ is hereby further amended to read as fol-
lows: .

Section 5. The director shall also appoint a chief
compiler, learned in the law, who shall be a skilled bill
drafter; [and who shall receive a salary not exceeding
forty-eight hundred dollars per annum;] a compiler
and bill drafter, learned in the law; [at an annual sal-
ary not exceeding four thousand dollars;] a compiler
and bill reading eclerk, learned in the law; [at an an-
nual salary not exceeding thirty-six hundred dollars;]
a search clerk, learned in the law; [at an annual salary
not exceeding three thousand dollars;] a messenger and
file clerk; [at an annual salary not exceeding eighteen
hundred dollars] a chief clerk, who shall be a steno-
grapher; [at an annual salary not exceeding two thou-
sand dollars;] a skilled reference librarian; [at an an-
nual salary not exceeding twenty-four hundred dol-
lars;] @ secretary and [three] two stenographers. [at
an annual salary not exceeding fifteen hundred dollars
each.] The salaries and compensation of the employes
shall be fixed, within the [maximum limits above pro-
vided] appropriations made biennially, by the director
of the bureau, from time to time, taking into consider-
ation the years of service of employes in the work of the
burean. The director may, for a period commencing
one month prior to and ending one month after each ses-
sion of the General Assembly, appoint and fix the month-
ly compensation of one bill book clerk, [at a salary of
one hundred and seventy-five dollars per month, and]
an assistant bill book eclerk, [at a salary of one hundred
and fifty dollars per month,] and such stenographers
and emergency help as may be necessary [at a salary of
one hundred dollars per month each,] fo expedite the
work of the legislative session.

Section 2. This act shall be in effect on the first day
of June, one thousand nine hundred and thirty-one.

AN ACT

To repeal sections one, two, three, four, five, six, eleven,
twelve, thirteen, fifteen, seventeen, twenty-one, twenty-two,
twenty-seven, twenty-ewht twenty—nine thirty, thirty-one,
thirty-two of the act, approved the third day of April,
one thousand eight hundred and sixty-seven (Pamphlet
Laws, seven hundred eight), entitled “A supplement to the
charter of the City of Chester.”

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That sections one, two,
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
