AN ACT

To amend section nine of the act, approved the sixteenth day
of May, one thousand nine hundred twenty-nine (Pamphlet
Laws, one thousand seven hundred eighty), entitled .“An
act to fix the salaries and compensation of the judges of
Supreme Court, the judges of the Superior Court, the
judges of the courts of common pleas, the judges of the
orphans’ courts, the judges of the Municipal Court of
Philadelphia, and the judges of the County Court of Alle-
gheny County,” fixing the mileage for assigned judges.

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That section nine of
the act, approved the sixteenth day of May, one thou-
sand nine hundred twenty-nine (Pamphlet Laws, one
thousand seven hundred eighty), entitled ¢‘ An act to fix
the salaries and compensation of the judges of Supreme
Court, the judges of the Superior Court, the judges of
the courts of common pleas, the judges of the orphans’
courts, the judges of the Municipal Court of Philadel-
phia, and the judges of the County Court of Allegheny
County,”’ is hereby amended to read as follows:

Section 9. When any judge learned in the law is
called in, as now provided by law, to assist the judge or
judges of any other judicial distriet, such judge so called
in shall be entitled to receive for each day he is actually
engaged in the performance of such duty, the sum of
thirty dollars ($30) per day and [car fare] ten cents for
each mile travelled to and from the place of holding
court in such district.
