LAWS OF PENNSYLVANIA, 

No. 152 

AN ACT 

'l~o further amend section four of the act, approyro the seven­
teenth day or" May, one thommnd nine hundred and seven­
teen (Pamphlet Laws. two hundred eight), entitled "An 
act to regulate the practice of pharmacy and sale of poisons 
and drugs. and providing penalties for the violation thereof; 
defining the words 'drug' and 'poison'; and providing for 
the appointment of a board which shall have in charge the 
enforcement of said law, and the power to make rules 
and regulations for the enforcement of said law; and pro­
viding for the purchase of samples· of drugs for determin­
ing their quality, strength, and purity," requiring an ap­
plicant for regiRtration ns assistant pharmacist to have com­
pleted a course of two years in a recognized college of 
pharmacy. 

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That section four of the 
act, approved the seventeenth day of May, one thousand 
nine hundred and seventeen (Pamphlet Laws, two 
hundred eight), entitled "An act to regulate the prac­
tice of pharmacy and sale of poisons and drugs, and 
providing penalties for the violation thereof; defining 
the words' drug' and 'poi.son;' and providing for the ap­
pointment of a board which shall have in charge the en­
forcement of said law, and the power to make rules 
and reg11lations for the enforcement of said law; and 
providing for the purchase of samples· of drugs for 
determining their quality, strength, and purity," as 
last amended by the act, approved the twenty-seventh 
day of April, one thousand nine hundred and twenty­
five (Pamphlet Laws, two hundred ninety-six), en­
titled ''An act to amend sections four, five, eight, and 
fifteen of the act, approved the seventeenth day of 
May, one thousand nine hundred and seventeen (Pam­
phlet Laws, two hundred and eight), entitled 'An act 
to regulate the practice of pharmacy and sale of poisons 
and drugs. and providing- penalties for the violation 
thereof ; defining the words 'drug' and 'poison ; ' and 
providing for. the appointment of a board which shall 
have in charge the enforcement of said law, and the 
power to make rules and reg-ulations for the enforce­
ment of said law, and providing for the purchase of 
samples of drugs for determining their quality, strength, 
and purity,' as amended," is hereby further amended 
to read as follows: 

Section 4. That every per!'lon applyhlg- to the Penn­
sylvania Board of Pb11rmacy for examination and regis­
tration as a pharmacist shall be not less than twenty­
one years of age and of good moral character; and 
must produce satisfactory evidence of having had sub­
sequent to his or her sixteenth birthday not less than 
three years' practical experience in a pharmacy, under 
the personal supervision of a pharmacist, at least one 
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year of which experience must have been acquired withln 
the United States, in the business of retailing, com­
pounding, or dispenf>ing of drugs, chemicals, and poisons, 
and of compounding of physicians' prescriptions; or, in 
the case of an applicant having acquired experience in 
the drug dispensary of a regular public hospital, which 
dispensary was conducted under the constant supervision 
of a registered pharmacist, two years of such experience 
shall be allowed in lieu of two years required in a phar­
macy; and of being a graduate of some reputable and 
properly chartered college of pharmacy, so recognized 
by the Pennsylvania Board of Pharmacy, And every 
person applying for registration as assistant pharmacist 
shall be not less than eighteen years of age, and of 
good moral character, and must produce satisfactory 
evidence of having had, subsequent to his or her six­
teenth birthday, not less than two years' practical ex­
perience in a pharmacy under the personal supervision 
of a pharmacist, and have satisfactorily completed a 
course of two years in a colleye of pharmacy recognized 
by the State Board of Pharmacy: [except] Provided, 
That in the case of an applicant having acquired ex­
perience in the drug dispensary of a regular public 
hospital, which dispensary was conducted under the 
constant supervision of a registered pharmacist, one 
year of such experience shall be allowed in lieu of one 
[year] of the two years hereinbef ore required in prac­
tical experience in a pharmacy. 

Section 2. This act shall take effect on the first day 
of July, one thousand nine hundred and thirty-four.

AN ACT 
To provide for the better proteC'tion of life and health of· the 

citizens of this Commonwealth by requiring and regulating 
the examination, lieensure, and registration of persons, and 
registration of corporations, engaging in the care, prepara­
tion, and disposition of the bodies of deceased persons ; 
and providing penalties. 

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That the folJowing 
terms, as used in this act, shall, unless the context in­
dicates otherwise, have the following meanings: 

(a) The word "undertaker" shall include any person 
engaged in the business or profession of undertaking, 
or the care, embalming, disposition or burial of the 
bodies of deceased persons, in his or her own. name and 
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
