(2) Should a State employe, so separate from his or 
her service as State employe, return within [five] seven 
years aJJ.d restore to the State Employes' Retirement 
Fund, to the credit of the annuity savings account, his 
or her 'accUmulated deductions as they were at the time 
of his or her separation, the annuity rights forfeited by 
him or hel' at that time shall be restored :and hiS obliga­
tions as a member of the retirement association shall 
begin again. •. 

Section 5. This act shall be in. effect immediately upon 
its approval by the Governor.

To alll€nd article eleven of the act, approved the fourteenth. 

day of May, one thousand nine hundred and twenty-five 
(Pamphlet Laws, seven hundred sixty-two), entitled "An 
act concerning poor relief and the creHtion and government 
of poor districts and the administration of the same in 
all counties of the Commonwealth, ex<'ept in counties of 
the first and second class; and revising, amending, con­
solidating, and changing the law relating thereto," by 
anthorlzing the dlrE>Ctors to make temporary loans to meet 
unusual expenditures; and providing for the payment of 
such loans. 

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That article eleven of 
the act, approved the fourteenth day of ~fay, one thou­
sand nine hundred and twenty-five (Pamphlet Laws, 
seven hundred sixty-two), entitled "Au act concerning 
poor relief and the creation and government of poor 
districts and the administration of the same in all· 
countries of the Commonwealth, except in counties of 
the first and second class; and revising, amending, con­
solidating, and changing the law relating thereto," is 
hereby amended by adding thereto a new section,· to be 
known as section two hundred and twenty-five, and to 
read as follows.

'l'o amend section one of the act, approved the eighth day 

of July, one thousand nine hundred and nineteen (Pam­
phlet Laws, seven hundred thirty-seven), entitled "A sup­
plement to an act, entitled 'An act to establlsh a Beard 
of Commission{'rS of Navigation for the River Defaware 
and its navigable tributaries; regulating their jurisdiction 
over shipR, vessels, and beats, and wharves, piers, bulk· 
heads, docks, slips, and basins; and exempting cities of 
tire first class from rertain of its provisions ; and making 
an appropriation therefor,' approved the eighth day of 
June, Anno Domini one thousand nine hundred and seven; 
authorizing and directing the commissioners to provide 
and maintain a nautieal S<'bool for the education and train­
ing of pupils from the various counties of the Common­
wealth of Pennsylvania in the science and practice of navi· 
gatlon: and making an appropriation for two years from 
the first day of June, Anno Domini one thousand nine hun­
dred and nineteen, towards its m~intenance," providing for 
instruction in seamanship, steam and electrical engineer­
ing, and the payment of fees by nonresident pupils, and 
the disposition thereof. 

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That section one of the 
act, approved the eighth day of July, one thousand nine 
hundred and nineteen (Pamphlet Laws, seven hundred 
thirty-seven), entitled ".A supplement to an act, en­
titled '.An act to establish a Board of Commissioners 
of Navigation for the River Delaware and its navigable 
tributaries; regulating their jurisdiction over ships, 
vessels, and boats, and wharves, piers, bulkheads, docks, 
slips, and basins; and exf\mpting cities of the first 
elass from certain of its provisions; and making an ap­
propriation therefor,' approved the eighth day of June, 
.Anno Domini one thousand nine hundred and seven; 
authorizing and directing the commissioners to provide 
and maintain a nautical school for the education and 
training of pupils from the various counties of the 
Commonwealth of Pennsylvania in the science and 
practice of navigation; and making an appropriation 
for two years from the first day of June, .Anno Domini 
one thousand nine hundred and nineteen, towards its 
maintenance,'' is hereby amended to read as follows:
