To amend section four of the act, approved the twenty-sixth 
day of April, one thousand nine hundred and twenty-nine 
(Pamphlet Laws, eight hundred five), entitled "An act 
authorizing the payment of benefits by certain beneficial 
societies in the event of sickness, accident, disability, or 
death, or in the event of any or all such contingencies, and 
limiting the amount of such benefits; providing for reserves 
of such societies; providing penalties; and repealing ex­
isting laws," by providing for the imposition of penalties 
following hearing by the Insurance Commissioner for vio-
lations of the act. · 

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That section four of 
the act, approved the twenty-sixth day of April, one 
thousand nine hundred and twenty-nine (Pamphlet 
Laws, eight hundred five), entitled ''An act ·authoriz­
ing the payment of benefits by certain beneficial oocieties 
in the event of sickness, accident, disability, or death, 
or in the event of any or all such contingencies, and 
limiting the amount of such benefits; providing for 
reserves of such societies; providing penalties; and re­
pealing existing laws," be, and it is hereby, amended 
to read as follows : 

Section 4. Any corporation paying or entering into 
contracts to pay money or benefits in excess of the limi­
