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after during the life of such license, pay to the commis­
sion a license fee as follows: Corporations or persons 
in cities of the first class, two hundred and fifty dollars; 
in cities of the second class, ·One hundred dollars; in 
cities of the third class and elsewhere, twenty-five dol­
lars; physicians, ten doLars; referees, twenty-five dol­
lars; judges, five dollars; timekeepers, five dollars; pro­
fessional boxers, five dollars; professional wrestlers, 
five dollars; managers, twenty-five dollars; seconds, 
five dollars; announcers, five dollars; and matchmakers, 
ten dollars; but the commission· may issue, without fee, 
licenses to referees or physicians, authorizing such ref­
erees or physicians to officiate only at boxing, sparring, 
or wrestling matches or exhibitions between amateurs, 
and only without receiving any compensation for their 
services. Permits for matches or exhibitions in which 
only amateurs participate shall be issued without fee. 
and may be issued for a single match or exhibition, or 
a series of matches or exhibitions, or for a period not 
exceeding one year. Permits for amateur boxing ~x­
hibitions or wrestling matches shall not be issued to any 
person or persons when sitch exhibitions or matches are 
conducted for individual profit. Permits for amateur 
boxing exhibitions or wrestling mat>ches shall be issued 
only to bona fide amateur athletic associations, as ap­
proved by the commission.

LAWS OF PENNSYLVANIA, 

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That no innkeeper or 
hotelkeeper, which term, as used in th,is act, shall in­
clude apartment hotelkeepers, whether individual, part­
nership, or corporation, who constantly has in his inn 
or hotel, which term, as used in this act, shaU include 
apartment hotels, a metal safe or suitable vault, in 
good order and fit for the custody of money, bank notes, 
jewelry, articles of gold and silver manufacture, 
precious stones, personal ornaments, railroad mileage 
books or tickets, negotiable or valuable papers, and 
bullion, and who keeps on the doors of the sleeping­
rooms used by guests suitable locks or bolts, and on the 
transoms and windows of said rooms suitable fastening, 
and who keeps a copy of this section, printed in distinct 
type, constantly and conspicuously posted, in not less 
than ten conspicuous places in all, in said hotel or inn, 
shall be liable for the loss or injury suffered by any 
guest, unless such guest has offered to deliver the same 
to such innkeeper or hotelkeeper, for custody in such 
metal safe or vault, and such innkeeper or hotelkeeper 
bas omitted or refused to take it and deposit it in such 
safe or vault for custody, and to giv~ such guest a 
receipt therefor: Provided, however, That the keeper 
of any inn or hotel shall not be obliged to receive from 
any one guest, for deposit in such safe or vault, any 
property hereinbefore described exceeding a total value 
of three hundred dollars, and shall not be liable for 
any excess of such property, whether received or not. 

Section 2. That section six of said act is hereby 
amended to read as follows : 

Section 6. 'rhe innkeeper or hotelkeeper shall retain 
such baggage and other property upon which he has a 
lien for a period of lninety] thirty days, at the expira­
tion of which time, if such lien is not satisfied, he may 
sell such baggage and other property at public auction, 
after giving ten days' notice of the time and place of 
sale in a newspaper of circulation in the county where 
the inn or hotel is situated, and also by mailing a copy 
of such notice, addressed to said guest or boarder at 
the place of residence registered by him in the register 
of such inn or hotel.
