Making a conviet whose minimum sentence exceeds one-half
of the maximum sentence eligible to apply for release on
parole when said convict has served or will have served
one-half his maximum sentence.

Section 1. Be it enacted, &e., That any conviet serv-
ing any sentence in a State penitentiary, the minimum
of which sentence exceeds one-half the maximum sen-
tence, shall be eligible to apply for release on parole,
under present existing parole laws or any hereinafter
passed, when said eonvict has served or will have served
one-half of the maximum seuntence thereof.

Section 2. This act shall be in foree upon its passage,
and approval by the Governor.
