conditions named in paragraphs (a) and (b) of this 
clause, and, in addition thereto, ( c) shall have left with 
the retirement board at least twenty per centum of his 
or her accumulated deductions at the time of his or 
her separation, and (d) shall return to service prior 
to the age of fifty-nine years. 

In no case shall an employe who has separated from 
school service and who later returned to school service, 
after five or more years of absence, be eligible to retire­
ment on account of disability until he or she shall have 
rendered at least three years of service subsequent to 
such return. 

In any case the restoration of the accumulated de­
ductions provided herein may be made by the payment 
of a lump sum or any actuarial equivalent approved by 
the retirement board. 

Subject to such rules and regulations as the retire­
ment board may adopt, the provisions of this act shall 
be applicable beginning July first, one thousand nine 
hundred and twenty-five, to all who are on the retired 
list of Pennsylvania public school employes at the time 
this bill becomes a law. 

3. Should a contributor die before retirement, his 
or her accumulated deductions shall be paid to hi.s or 
her estate, or to such person as he or she shall have 
nominated by written designation, duly executed, and 
filed with the retirement board.

AN ACT 

To repeal the act, approved the twenty-ninth day of April, 
one thousand eight hundred and ninety-seven (Pamphlet 
Laws, thirty-four), entitled "An act authorizing the Super­
intendent of Public Instruction to place in each public 
school of this Commonwealth one copy of Smull's Legis­
lative Hand-book following each decennial census, and bi­
ennially one copy of the School Laws and Decisions, and 
providing for the same." 

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That the act, approved 
the twenty-ninth day of April, one thousand eight hun­
dred and ninety-seven (Pamphlet Laws, thirty-four), 
entitled "An act authorizing the Superintendent of Pub­
lic Instruction to place in each public school of this Com­
monwealth one copy of Smull 's Legislative Hand-book 
following each decennial census, and biennially one copy 
of the School Laws and Decisions, and providing for the 
same,'' is hereby repealed.

AN ACT 

To further amend section four of the act, approved the tenth 
day of April, one thousand eight hundred and si~ty-sev7n 
(Pamphlet Laws, nine hundred ninety~one), entitled 'A 
further supplement to an act to authorize the erection of 
a poorhouse by the township of Jenkins, borough of Pitts­
ton, and township of Pittston, in the county of Luzerne, 
approved May eighth, Anno Domini one thousand eight 
hundred and fifty-seven," by increasing the amount which 
may be expended for out-door relief_ 

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That section four of 
the act, approved the tenth day of April, one thousand 
eight hundred and sixty-seven (Pamphlet Laws, nine 
hundred ninety-one), entitled "A further supplement to 
an act to authorize the erection of a poorhouse by the 
township of Jenkins, borough of Pittston, and township 
of Pittston, in the county of Luzerne, approved May 
eighth, Anno Domini one thousand eight hundred and 
fifty-seven," which was last amended by the act, ap­
proved the thirty-first day of May, one thousand nine 
hundred and seventeen (Pamphlet Laws, three hundred 
thirty-two), entitled "An act to amend section one of 
an act, approved the fifth day of May, one thousand nine 
hundred eleven, entitled 'An act to amend section one 
of an act, approved June twenty-two, one thousand eight 
hundred and ninety-seven, entitled "An act to amend 
section four of an act, approved June eight, one thou­
sand eight hundred and eighty-one, entitled 'An act to 
authorize the erection of a poorhouse by the township 
of Jenkins, borough of Pittston, and township of Pitts­
ton, in the county of Luzerne,' approved May eight, one 
thousand eight hundred and fifty-seven, allowing an in­
crease in the amount of relief that may be granted to 
paupers not residing in the poorhouse in said district," 
authorizing an increase in the amount of 'relief that may 
be granted to paupers not residing in the poorhouse in 
said district,' '' is hereby further amended to read as 
follows: 

Section 4. The amount of relief granted to paupers, 
~ot residing in the poorhouse in said district, shall not, 
m any one year, exceed the sum of [thirty] fifty thou­
sand dollars.
