AN ACT

Validating the action of the salary hoards. in counties of the
third class, in providing additional assistants to the dis-
trict attorneys in the respective counties, when such ap-
pointments became pecessary on account of sickness of as-
sistant district attorneys, or on account of increased busi-
ness or unusual conditions or circumstances, provided the
salary of such appointees did not exceed the minimum
_salary provided for assistant district attorneys in the re-
spective counties,

Section 1. Be it enacted, &e., That whenever, here-
tofore, the salary board in any county of the third class
has authorized the appointment of additional assistant
district attorneys, in the respective counties, on ac-
count of iliness of any of the regularly appointed assist-
ant district attorneys, or on account of unusual ecir-
cumstances or conditions or inereased business arising
in the office of the distriet atturney of such county,
when the salary stipulated does not exceed the mini-
mum salary provided for assistant district attorneys
in the respective counties, the action of the salary board
is hereby ratified, approved, and validated.

All acts and parts of acts inconsistent with the pro-
visions of this act are hereby repealed.

Validating the action of the salary board of any county of
the third class of the Commonwenalth of Pennsylvania
when, lLecause of increased buxiness or unusual circum-
stances or conditions, it has anthorized the distriet attorney
to appoint a chief county detective and such additional as-
sistant county detectives as it deemed necessary, and fixed
the salaries of all such detectives, '

Section 1. Be it enacted, &ec., That whenever, hereto-
fore, the salary board of any county of the third class
of the Commonwealth of Pennsylvania, on account of
increased business or unusual circumstances or condi-
tions, has authorized the district attorney to appoint
a chief county detective and such number of additional
assistant county detectives as it deemed necessary and
proper, and has fixed the salaries of all such detectives,
such action is hereby ratified, validated, and approved.

Section 2. All other aets inconsistent herewith be
and the same are hereby repealed. )
