LAWS OF PENNSYLVANIA, 

No. 200 

A SUPPLEMENT 

To the act, approved the second day of April, one thousand eight 
hundred and sixty (Pamphlet Laws, ftve hundred thirty-eight), 
entitled ''An act to authorize the erection of a Poor House by 
the township of Wilkes-Barre, in Luzerne County," authorizing 
the central poor district to create indebtedneHs. 

Section 1. Be it enacted, &c., That the central poor 
district of the county of Luzerne be, and the same is 
hereby, empowered to incur debt and to increase its in­
debtedness from time to time, within the limits provided 
by the Constitution and laws of this Commonwealth, for 
any lawful purpose, including the purpose of meeting 
unusual or unforeseen demands for maintenance and 
support of the poor of the said district and expenditures 
in the operation of said district arising therefrom. 

The indebtedness so authorized shall be incurred un­
der the act, approved the twentieth day of April, one 
thousand eight hundred and seventy-four (Pamphlet 
Laws, sixty-five), entitled "An act to regulate the man­
ner of increasing the indebtedness of municipalities, to 
provide for the redemption of the same, and to impose 
penalties for the illegal increase thereof," and the 
amendments and supplements thereto. 

Section 2. The directors of the district shall, at or 
before the time of incurring any such indebtedness, pro­
vide for the collection of an annual tax sufficient to pay 
the interest and also the principal thereof within thirty 
years. 

Section 3. This act shall become effective immediately 
upon final enactment.
