AN AC'r 
Authorizing the Secretary of Property and Supplies to convey a 

certain lot of ground in the possession and occupancy of the 
Philipsburg State Hospital to the Rush Township School Dis· 
trict. 

Section J. Be it enacted, &c., That the Secretary of 
Property and Supplies, with the consent of the Governor 
and the Board of 'rrustees of the Philipsburg State Hos­
pital, is hereby authorized, on behalf of the Common­
wealth of Pennsylvania, to sell and convey, for such con­
sideration as may he agreed upon, and to make and exe­
cute a deed conveying, the following described lot of 
ground now in the possession and occupancy of the 
Philipsburg State Hospital to the Rush Township School 
District, of the County of Centre, to wit: 

All that certain mes!>uage, tenement, and lot of ground 
situate, lying, and being in Rush Township, Centre 
County, Pennsylvania, bounded and described as fol-
lows, to wit~ ' · 

Beginning at a post on the west side of Lock Lomond 
Street on line of lot Number Twenty-one, thence along 
Lock Lomond Street, South 26° 20' West, fifty feet (50) 
to a post on line of lot Number Twenty-three; thence 
along line of same, North 69° 30' West, a distance of 
one hundrrd and fifty feet (150) to an alley; thence 
along said nlley, North 26° 20' East, fifty feet (50) to 
post on line of lot Number Twenty-one; thence along 
the line of same, South 69° 30' East, one hundred and 
fifty feet (130) to Loek Lomond Street, and the plaee of 
beginning; being otherwise known as lot Number 
Twenty-two in the plan or plot of Jots called North 
Philipsburg, and being- a part of a largPr tract of laud 
conveyed to the said Robert Loyd, and others, by the 
executors of Hardman Philips, late of said county, de­
ceased, and which by sundry deeds and conveyances be­
came fully vested in Rohert LOJ'd, party hPreto, and be­
ing the same lot which by indenture, dated the twenty­
fifth day of June. one thousand nine hundred and five, 
was conveJ·ed by Rnhert LoJ·d and Margaret M., his wife, 
to the Commomvealth of Penns~·lv11nia; said deed bei11g 
recorded in the Offiee for thr Hecordi11g of Deeds in and 
for the County of Centre in Deed Book Number Sevent~·­
onE', Page Two Hundred and Srventy-threr. 

Section 2. The eost of surh ennveyanee shall be paid 
by the Rush Tmrn:;;hip School Distriet. 

Section 3. This act shall become rffective immediately 
upon final enactment.
