and certain societies and orders, the examination and regula-
tion of fire insurance rating bureaus, and the licensing and
regulation of insurance agents and brokers; the service of
legal process upon foreign companies, agsociations, or exchanges;

by bringing public adjusters’ solicitors within the retaliatory
provisions relating to agents, brokers, and public adjusters.
