panies, associations, and exchanges, including insurance carried
by the State Workmen’s Insurance Fund; providing penalties;

Section 1. Be it enacted, &e., That section six hun-
dred and ten of the act, approved the seventeenth day of
May, one thousand nine hundred and twenty-one (Pam-
phlet Laws, six hundred eighty-two), entitled ‘“ An act
relating to insurance; amending, revising, and consoli-
dating the law providing for the inecorporation of insur-
ance companies, and the regulation, supervision, and pro-

poration, who or which is a resident of this Common-
wealth, or maintains his, her, or its principal place of
business in this Commonwealth, and who or which shall
recetve a commission thereon when the premium is paid,
to the end that the State may receive the faxes required
by law to be paid on the premiumy collected for insur-
ance written or placed in this Stale: Provided, however,
That the Insurance Commissioner may, under such regu-
lations and restrictions as may be deemed necessary,
issue licenses to nmonresident agents who are licensed in
the State in whieh they reside, but such agents shall not
countersign any policy or contract of insurance, but all
such policies and contracts shall be signed only by resi-
dent agents who or which shall receive a commission
thereon when the premium is paid.
