SESSION OF 1933,

Section 5. Out of the amount hereinbefore appropri-
ated, the sum of ten thousand dollars ($10,000), or so
much thereof as may be necessary, shall be get apart to
be apportioned to the counties heretofore umnorganized
under the Mothers’ Assistance Systern. At the beginning
of the first year of the biennium, the State Treasurer
shall set aside for each of the counties unorganized prior
to the first day of June, one thousand nine hundred and
thirty-three, equal parts of ten thousand dollars ($10,-
000). At the beginning of the second fiscal year of the
biennium, the State Treasurer shall set aside for the
counties which have organized during the first fiscal
year the amounts designated by the Secretary of Wel-
fare, who shall, on the first day of June, one thousand
nine hundred and thirty-four, reapportion to the coun-
ties organizing during the first fiscal year the balance re-
maining on that date of the sum set aside for the unor-
ganized counties, the reapportionment to be determined
by the need as presented by the counties.

Section 6. Out of the amount hereinbefore appropri-
ated, the sum of fifty thousand dollars ($50,000), or so
much thereof ag may be necessary, shall be set apart and
applied for the payment of the salaries of the State
Supervisor of the Mothers’ Assistance Fund, and of such
assistants, clerks and other employes as may be required
for the proper conduct of the work of the supervisor, for
the traveling, hotel and other expenses of the supervisor
and her assistants, for the cost of making special investi-
gations, and for incidental, contingent and other ex-
penses of every kind and deseription necessary for the
proper administration of the Mothers’ Assistance Sys-
tem.

AN ACT

Declaring certain agreements between employes and employers
and others to be contrary to public policy and void.

Section 1. Be it enacted, &e., That every undertaking
or promise hereafter made, whether written or eral, ex-
press or implied, between any employe or prospective
employe and his employer, prospective employer, or any
other individual, firm, company, association, or corpora-
tion, whereby either party thereto undertakes or prom-
ises (a) to join or not to join, or to remain or not to
remain, a member of some specific labor organization or
any labor organization or organizations, or of some
specific employer organization or any employer organi-
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zation or organizations, or (b) that he will withdraw
from an employment relation in the event that he joins
or remains a member of some specific labor organization
or any labor organization or organizations, or of some
specific employer organization or any employer organi-
zation or organizations, is hereby declared to be con-
trary to public policy and void. Any such undertaking
or promise shall not afford any basis for the granting of
legal or equitable relief by any court against a party
thereto, or against any other persons, who may advise,
urge, or induce either party thereto to act in disregard
of such undertaking or promise.

Section 2. All acts and parts of acts inconsistent
herewith are hereby repealed.

Section 3. This act shall be effective immediately
